This issue of the “Outlines of Global Trans-
formations” is dedicated to the civil-military
relations in the modern world. In the West
they has been extensively researched into by
sociologists and political scientists. How-
ever, their research effort has been generally
limited to the review of the Western experi-
ence in culture and history. Non-Western as-
pect of the civil-military relations has been
taken into account by the West European
and American researchers to a significantly
smaller extent. Unfortunately, this aspect re-
mains largely unclear.

As is well known, the formalized princi-
ples of interaction between the army and the
civil society originated in the West where the

way of life is largely permeated by pacifism
and non-violence. In spite of the fact that the
authority and the social status of a person in
military uniform are not very high in liberal
democracies, the United States of America, as
the avant-garde of the Western world, is still
the undisputed leader.

S. Huntington’s principle of the “profes-
sionalization” of military service imposes
tough limits on the intervening of the army
with the politics in the US. The article by J.
Matisek, Major of the US Air Force, con-
tains the analysis of the place occupied by the
armed forces in the American socio-political
system. It focuses on the role of the US mili-
tary generals and officers in the elaboration
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and adoption of political decisions and also
evaluates the activity of Pentagon’s civil bu-
reaucracy that is traditionally in charge of
political control over the armed forces. The
author attempts to answer the question of
whether the new US President Donald Trump
is capable of bringing anything new to the tra-
ditional allocation of responsibilities between
the army and the political establishment.

In his article V.K. Belozerov dwells upon
the formation of civil-military relationships
in post-Soviet Russia. He draws an important
conclusion that the model of the army-public
interaction ensures the unconditional pri-
macy of the politics over the military. Russia’s
political system historically retains the obvi-
ous tilt towards the executive branch, but this
very tilt ultimately remains the key guarantee
of the non-interference of the army with the
nation’s political life. In spite of this notion
being formally and doctrinally different from
the US practice, it aligns the Russian modern-
day experience with the West European and
American experiences in the same field to an
extent that is significantly greater than the one
that may be openly admitted by the Russian
public opinion.

A. Epstein, an Israeli researcher, contribut-
ed an article about the civil-military relations
in the Jewish State. Israel’s officer corpus has
no signs of clanship, but, being the country
with the unprecedentedly high status of the
army within the civil society, Israel remains
probably the last typical “militaristic state” in
today’s Western world. This is what makes the
Israeli experience largely different from the
realities of Western Europe and the US where
military service has not been as prestigious as
in Israel for a long time. The main objective of
A. Epstein’s article is to address the issue of the
vague delineation of military responsibilities
between the Cabinet of Ministers, the Min-
istry of Defense and the General Staff within
the framework of the fundamental laws.

Civil control over the armed forces is un-
doubtedly in place in Israel, but it is different
in some nuances from the classical Western
model of civil-military relationship. The au-
thor approaches the topic via the overview of

the relevant institutions and also via the anal-
ysis of how powerful personalities like Prime
Minister David Ben Gurion and Chief of Staft
and Defense Minister Moshe Dayan demon-
strated their inclination towards replacing the
institutions by themselves in the emerging
state.

The article by A. Kutay, a Turkish re-
searcher, is dedicated to the transformation
of the civil-military relations in the Republic
of Turkey in the last few decades. Unlike the
US, for quite a while the “professionalism” of
military service resulted not in the strength-
ening of civil control of the executive branch
over the armed forces in Turkey, but in the
enhancement of the clanship of the officer
corpus. As is well known, M. Kemal Ataturk
was a career serviceman. However, having
changed his General uniform to a civil one,
he consistently pursued the principle of non-
interference of the military with the politics.
At the same time, during Ataturk’s rule both
moral and purely legal grounds were laid for
the decisive revision of this principle.

In the second half of the 20* century the
Turkish army intensively interfered with the
country’s political life. In 1960, 1971, 1980 and
1997 the military perpetrated the coups detat
under various pretexts. In 1961 the National
Security Council was established in Turkey as
an executive body parallel to the Government.
NSC’s powers were expanded after 1982, but
in 2003-2004 they were radically cut down
under the pressure from the EC. In spite being
controlled by the army, the Turkish civil soci-
ety has not demonstrated any signs of being
militarized. Both liberals and Islamists are no-
tably united in their intent to set restrictions
on the political influence of the army. The fail-
ure of the coup on 15-16 July 2016 resulted in
the detainment of almost 40% of generals and
admirals. Turkish Army, as an autonomous
institution, suffered a crippling blow fraught
with unpredictable consequences for the na-
tion’s domestic policy.

The reality is that the civil-military rela-
tionship of the Western type can hardly be
established in the Middle East. The article by
V.I. Sazhin clearly demonstrates this on the
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example of Iran where Islamic Revolutionary
Guard Corps has de facto become the parallel
army after the overthrow of the monarchy.

The interaction between the army and the
civil society in the Democratic Republic of
Congo is analyzed in the article of G.M. Sido-
rova. The weakness of state power and basic
political institutions is the distinctive feature
of the so-called “failed states”. From the view-
point of the author, it is not surprising that the
political apathy of the army is understood by
the Congolese chiefs as a situation when, in
case of a potential internal conflict, the mili-
tary units would not take the side of any of the
rivaling tribes.

In his article A.A. Krivopalov discusses
general problems that arise in the course of ef-
ficient cooperation between the army and the
civil authorities within various socio-political
systems. According to the conclusion drawn
by the author, the basic Western principles of
interaction between the army, the civil society
and the state are far from being universal for
the humanity as a whole. More often than not,
the attempts to extrapolate the experience of
one’s country to other political realities bring
about no result. No civil-military relations of
the Western type could have been established
in other cultures and civilizations, be it China,
the Islamic world or Russia, in other words,
in all those parts of the world where other
principles of interaction between the state

power and the public have historically been
the norm.

As a more or less universal institution,
the army exists in all political systems and in
countries with any political regime. Therefore,
an external observer would have some room
for cross-country comparisons. It is symbolic
to some extent that S. Huntington is both the
author of the almost unchallenged Western
concept of civil-military relations and the
well-known theory of the “clash of civiliza-
tions”. The example of civil-military relation-
ship clearly demonstrates that the fundamen-
tal difference between the “West” and the
“non-West” is still in place, in spite of the glo-
balization processes and the persistent efforts
to harmonize the modern world on the basis
of a uniform liberal-egalitarian standard. An
all-round examination of the experience of
the interaction between the army and the civil
society would allow to identify both the com-
mon patterns and the unique features of vari-
ous political systems.
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
