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This issue of the «Outlines of Glob-
al Transformations» addresses an age-old
topic of power in an attempt to general-
ize some of the political culture develop-
ments. Most of the authors focus on the
phenomenon of political charisma which
they study with maximum possible con-
sideration of historical and sociocultural
background.

Obviously, when it comes to internal
political structure of the western coun-
tries consensus-building and search for
a compromise does not go along too well
with charismatic self. As a result, leaders
who regard politics as «vocation» fall in-
to ever shorter supply there. A profession-
al party politician is almost ubiquitously
reduced to a mediocre bureaucratic func-
tionary.

Brexit and D. Trump’s victory seemed
to herald the rise of populism and further
marginalization of traditional political
elites. Those concerns have proved to be
exaggerated to a large extent. As follows
from B. Mezhuev’s article, the eccentric
president in fact stood no real chance to
undermine the masterdom of Washing-
ton’s political machine that relies on in-
stitutions. Through the example of Euro-
pean countries the problem of populism
and charismatic leadership is examined in
articles by E.Ananieva, N. Lapina, P. Os-
kolkov and S. Khenkin.

The lack of true ideological and polit-
ical opposition necessitates the need for
simulacra, the most important of them
being professional sports. This topic is

discussed in the article by L. Tsyganova
and L. Bieszke.

The figure of people’s tribune and
charismatic leader of the masses has re-
occurred in history more than once. And
though the Western political establish-
ment maintains control over the course
of the national ship, charismatic type of
authority as interpreted by Weber lingers
even today. The revival of political popu-
lism as witnessed in the developing coun-
tries attests the persistence of this type.
The article by A. Korolkov and T. Rusa-
kova is devoted to H.Chavez’s legacy in
the political culture of Venezuela and Lat-
in America. The article by V. Nadein-Rae-
vsky describes he current Turkish presi-
dent R.T. Erdogan’s rise to become an in-
dividual ruler.

Our country’s own experience is high-
ly educational as well. The article by F.
Gaida describes the way Russian liberal
intellectuals envisioned their mission be-
fore 1917. The failure to understand the
very nature of state power as compulsion
based upon the principle of legitimate vi-
olence that was common to Russian intel-
lectual opposition proved to be fatal for
the outcome to a revolutionary crisis. The
study by M. Shevchenko is devoted to the
opposite wing. He describes the evolution
of the ideas of Russian political conserva-
tism during the most part of the 19th and
the beginning of the 20th century.

The 20th century with its terrible tur-
moils, total mobilizations, great expec-
tations and messianic ideologies has be-
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come history. The modern Western state
has lost its ideological core. Global inte-
gration projects dissolve the state sover-
eignty principle, once so important. The
state is no more prepared to face the ex-
istential challenges and doesn’t see any
point in maintaining cast-iron ideological
and political consolidation of its citizens
against the internal resistance of the soci-
ety. Public interest is now almost explicit-
ly proclaimed derivative of the sum of pri-
vate interests. Consequences of those new

trends may be different, and that is why
Russian scientific and expert community
should be ready for any scenario.
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
