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This issue of the “Outlines of Global
Transformations” is dedicated to a topic
that, over recent years, has been drawing
ever more attention from researchers, poli-
ticians, and the public alike. Just ten years
ago, euroscepticism was viewed as a fringe
movement - but today, after a series of elec-
toral victories by eurosceptical parties in
several EU countries, and after the decision
of the people of the UK to leave the Euro-
pean Union, euroscepticism has become
a factor of monumental importance in the
socio-political life of the West. Modern eu-
roscepticism is highly heterogeneous - it
is marked by a number of nation-specific
traits. Meanwhile, even today Euro-skeptic
sentiments are affecting almost all aspects of
life in European countries.

In terms of economy, the eurosceptics
propose the idea of economic patriotism,
which involves setting up limits to globaliza-
tion, reviving national economies through
re-industrialization, and restoring financial
sovereignty. The slogans they put forward
propose democratization and a return of the
nations’ sovereign rights back to the people
(with this they come very close to populists).
They propose to restructure political life,
reform and renew the elites. Their interna-
tional agenda involves strengthening the
role of the nation state, which in effect marks
a return to the times of the Concert of Na-
tions, when powers determined the outlines
of the world order on the basis of their own
national interests.

But these are just the broad strokes.
The phenomenon of euroscepticism calls for

a more in-depth study. The authors of this
issue of the “Outlines of Global Transforma-
tions” have examined a number of its key
aspects. In his large theoretical article, Dr.
Adrian Pabst raises an important issue about
the legitimacy of the European project. He
stresses that the original idea put forward by
the pioneers of the European project - that
politics is always driven by the economy -
had a number of conceptual flaws. The con-
sequences of this can be felt all throughout
the EU today.

The issue of growing eurosceptic senti-
ments in the two key EU countries - Ger-
many and France - has been examined in
a series of articles. F. Basov highlights the
special role of Germany in constructing
European institutions and seeks to explain
why it is here, in the bastion of the European
project, that euroscepticism has taken root.
The author points to an important feature of
German euroscepticism - its relative mild-
ness, which, however, does not negate the
role that the eurosceptics have started to
play in the political life of Germany in recent
years. In his article, P. Timofeev looks at the
origin and the current state of French Euro-
skepticism. The author focuses on the dis-
tinctive position with regard to integration
processes that has historically been taken by
France, and identifies two types of euroscep-
ticism that have developed in France, namely
left-wing and right-wing euroscepticism.
E. Maslova examines Italy’s Five Star Move-
ment, which is currently one of the most
powerful Euro-skeptic parties in the EU. The
author demonstrates the peculiar nature of
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the Italian brand of euroscepticism and its
close connection to populism.

Euro-skepticism is a phenomenon found
all throughout the European Union. To a
greater or lesser extent, it affects the socio-
political life of every EU country, includ-
ing those that have only recently (relatively
speaking) become members of the commu-
nity. For these newly joined states, Euro-
skepticism is marked by a number of charac-
teristic traits that have also been examined
by the authors of the articles featured in this
issue. G. Georgiev explores the perception of
the European idea in the countries of Cen-
tral and Eastern Europe. He formulates a
working hypothesis about Europeanism as
a sort of an ideology of the modern Euro-
pean Union. Since its foundation lies in the
philosophical heritage of Western Europe
and since it answers the sensitive questions
of Western European societies, this ideology
is often perceived as something alien by the
populations of countries that have their own
specific historical background.

For his study, V. Vorotnikov looks at
the eurosceptic sentiments in the Baltic
countries, thus raising a topic that is greatly
under-researched both in Russia and in the
West. According to the author, the benefits
that the Baltic states gained by joining the
EU are dwarfed by the socio-economic costs
brought about by severe neoliberal reforms
that had to be implemented as a pre-con-
dition for EU membership. While this cer-
tainly contained the spread of eurosceptic
attitudes in the region, it also brought the
Russian factor to the forefront. The image
of Russia as the historical threat has become
part of the official political discourse in the

Baltic states, which has inevitably stunted
the growth of euroscepticism.

In their articles, R. Marchetti and
N. Eremina deal with the important issue
of social preconditions for euroscepticism.
The focus of the Italian researcher is on the
transformation of the European civil soci-
ety during the crisis of the entire European
integration project. N. Eremina looks at the
roots of the UK referendum to leave the Eu-
ropean Union, which shook the very founda-
tions of the EU in the summer of 2016. The
author believes that special consideration
should be given to the distinctive features of
the British society — namely, the fact that its
identity is multilayered in nature. This came
into play when the challenges that have been
plaguing the EU over recent years have sud-
denly intensified. A. Vershinin touches upon
an important question of how all these pro-
cesses are interpreted by European intellec-
tuals. He focuses on France, which has tradi-
tionally defined the ideological basis of the
European project.

Clearly, a comprehensive study of Euro-
skepticism by Russian researchers is still
further down the road. Relevant publica-
tions are few in number, but we hope that the
articles featured in this issue of the “Outlines
of Global Transformations” will encourage
further research in this subject area.
