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This issue of the “Outlines of Global
Transformations” is dedicated to a topic
that, over recent years, has been drawing
ever more attention from researchers, poli-
ticians, and the public alike. Just ten years
ago, euroscepticism was viewed as a fringe
movement — but today, after a series of elec-
toral victories by eurosceptical parties in
several EU countries, and after the decision
of the people of the UK to leave the Euro-
pean Union, euroscepticism has become
a factor of monumental importance in the
socio-political life of the West. Modern eu-
roscepticism is highly heterogeneous - it
is marked by a number of nation-specific
traits. Meanwhile, even today Euro-skeptic
sentiments are affecting almost all aspects of
life in European countries.

In terms of economy, the eurosceptics
propose the idea of economic patriotism,
which involves setting up limits to globaliza-
tion, reviving national economies through
re-industrialization, and restoring financial
sovereignty. The slogans they put forward
propose democratization and a return of the
nations’ sovereign rights back to the people
(with this they come very close to populists).
They propose to restructure political life,
reform and renew the elites. Their interna-
tional agenda involves strengthening the
role of the nation state, which in effect marks
a return to the times of the Concert of Na-
tions, when powers determined the outlines
of the world order on the basis of their own
national interests.

But these are just the broad strokes.
The phenomenon of euroscepticism calls for

a more in-depth study. The authors of this
issue of the “Outlines of Global Transforma-
tions” have examined a number of its key
aspects. In his large theoretical article, Dr.
Adrian Pabst raises an important issue about
the legitimacy of the European project. He
stresses that the original idea put forward by
the pioneers of the European project - that
politics is always driven by the economy -
had a number of conceptual flaws. The con-
sequences of this can be felt all throughout
the EU today.

The issue of growing eurosceptic senti-
ments in the two key EU countries - Ger-
many and France - has been examined in
a series of articles. F. Basov highlights the
special role of Germany in constructing
European institutions and seeks to explain
why it is here, in the bastion of the European
project, that euroscepticism has taken root.
The author points to an important feature of
German euroscepticism - its relative mild-
ness, which, however, does not negate the
role that the eurosceptics have started to
play in the political life of Germany in recent
years. In his article, P. Timofeev looks at the
origin and the current state of French Euro-
skepticism. The author focuses on the dis-
tinctive position with regard to integration
processes that has historically been taken by
France, and identifies two types of euroscep-
ticism that have developed in France, namely
left-wing and right-wing euroscepticism.
E. Maslova examines Italy’s Five Star Move-
ment, which is currently one of the most
powerful Euro-skeptic parties in the EU. The
author demonstrates the peculiar nature of
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the Italian brand of euroscepticism and its
close connection to populism.

Euro-skepticism is a phenomenon found
all throughout the European Union. To a
greater or lesser extent, it affects the socio-
political life of every EU country, includ-
ing those that have only recently (relatively
speaking) become members of the commu-
nity. For these newly joined states, Euro-
skepticism is marked by a number of charac-
teristic traits that have also been examined
by the authors of the articles featured in this
issue. G. Georgiev explores the perception of
the European idea in the countries of Cen-
tral and Eastern Europe. He formulates a
working hypothesis about Europeanism as
a sort of an ideology of the modern Euro-
pean Union. Since its foundation lies in the
philosophical heritage of Western Europe
and since it answers the sensitive questions
of Western European societies, this ideology
is often perceived as something alien by the
populations of countries that have their own
specific historical background.

For his study, V. Vorotnikov looks at
the eurosceptic sentiments in the Baltic
countries, thus raising a topic that is greatly
under-researched both in Russia and in the
West. According to the author, the benefits
that the Baltic states gained by joining the
EU are dwarfed by the socio-economic costs
brought about by severe neoliberal reforms
that had to be implemented as a pre-con-
dition for EU membership. While this cer-
tainly contained the spread of eurosceptic
attitudes in the region, it also brought the
Russian factor to the forefront. The image
of Russia as the historical threat has become
part of the official political discourse in the

Baltic states, which has inevitably stunted
the growth of euroscepticism.

In their articles, R. Marchetti and
N. Eremina deal with the important issue
of social preconditions for euroscepticism.
The focus of the Italian researcher is on the
transformation of the European civil soci-
ety during the crisis of the entire European
integration project. N. Eremina looks at the
roots of the UK referendum to leave the Eu-
ropean Union, which shook the very founda-
tions of the EU in the summer of 2016. The
author believes that special consideration
should be given to the distinctive features of
the British society — namely, the fact that its
identity is multilayered in nature. This came
into play when the challenges that have been
plaguing the EU over recent years have sud-
denly intensified. A. Vershinin touches upon
an important question of how all these pro-
cesses are interpreted by European intellec-
tuals. He focuses on France, which has tradi-
tionally defined the ideological basis of the
European project.

Clearly, a comprehensive study of Euro-
skepticism by Russian researchers is still
further down the road. Relevant publica-
tions are few in number, but we hope that the
articles featured in this issue of the “Outlines
of Global Transformations” will encourage
further research in this subject area.
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ABSTRACT. Both academic research and
political debate have focused on the European
Union’s much-mentioned but little-understood
democratic deficit. By contrast, this article
shifts the emphasis to the issue of the EU crisis
of legitimacy. It begins by suggesting that nei-
ther the process nor the outcomes of EU-wide
decision-making appears to command major-
ity support. Is this lack of democratic legitimacy
merely the result of institutional design faults’
or does it reflect a wider and deeper crisis un-
derpinning the EU’s entire political project? My
argument is that the dominant models of inte-
gration — neo-functional supranationalism and
liberal intergovernmentalism - rest on three
errors: (1) the primacy of economic integration
over political union, which has led to a market-
state that is disembedded from society and a
citizenry that is subordinated to the joint rule of
the economic and the political; (2) a premature
process of constitutionalisation that culminated
in the rejection of the 2005 Constitutional Trea-
ty and the flawed Lisbon Treaty; (3) the current
institutional arrangements that concentrate
power in the hands of supranational institu-
tions and national governments at the expense
of the Unions citizenry.

The first section puts the question of democratic
legitimacy in the context of the EUs current

slide towards disintegration. Section two pro-
vides an account of the EUS crisis of legitimacy
and explores the main causes that have led to
this predicament. Section three suggests that
some of the origins can be traced to the incep-
tion of the European project in the post-1945
era. Section four argues that the prospect for
a core EU (around the Eurozone countries) is
rapidly receding. Section five outlines a new
settlement that focuses on the idea of a Europe
of nations, while the final section develops this
thinking in the direction of a civic common-
wealth that is grounded in the shared culture of
European countries.

Within the EU, the twin forces of inte-
gration and enlargement that defined the
European project since its inception in the
late 1950s have given way to a dynamic of
disintegration. After the Brexit vote, a full
or partial break-up of the EU is more plau-
sible than at any point since the signing of
the Rome Treaties in 1957. Member states
either face the prospect of break-up (includ-
ing Britain, Belgium and Spain), or else they
are confronted with anti-establishment in-
surgencies that threaten the existence of the
single currency and the functioning of the
Union as a whole - for example the Front Na-
tional in France or the Five-Star movement
in Italy. Neither national institutions nor
the community institutions of the EU itself
have prevented the establishment of illiberal
regimes in member states such as Hungary
and Poland, including an assault on the free-
dom and independence of courts, NGOs,
and the media, combined with growing ideo-
logical polarisation and political witch-hunts

(Krastev, 2016, p. 5-15). A slide into the ex-
tremism of the hard left and the radical right
is no longer unthinkable. After decades of
muddling through and failing to learn from
major setbacks (in particular such as the re-
jection of the 2005 Constitutional Treaty by
referendum in France and the Netherlands),
the EU finds itself in an unprecedented crisis
of prosperity, identity and above all legitima-
cy - the lack of popular consent for the politi-
cal authority of the Union'.

At the same time, public opinion in the
EU is deeply divided - not just between differ-
ent member states or demographic groups but
also and more fundamentally about civic sup-
port for the Union. As a recent study found,
“people support the idea of a united Europe,
but are increasingly wary about its current di-
rection™. In other words, there is continued
commitment to the idea of Europe and the
principle of membership in the EU, but what is
lacking is consent for the current institutional
arrangements and the policy direction. Since
the failure of the 2005 Constitutional Treaty,
there has been growing disillusionment with
the Union and its apparent inability to make
good on the promise of prosperity, peace and
partnership. The 2008 financial crash and en-
suing recession, combined with the conflict
in Ukraine, casts doubt on the EU’s capacity
to mediate the forces of globalisation and to
act as an honest broker. The dysfunctions of
the Eurozone and the impact of the migration
crisis have contributed to a sharp upturn in
euro-scepticism and outright hostility to the
EU as a whole across different member states.
Neither the process nor the outcomes of EU-
wide decision-making appears to command
majority support. The question that arises is
whether this lack of legitimacy is merely the

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result of the ‘design faults’ of the dominant
model of European integration or whether it
reflects a wider and deeper crisis of democrat-
iclegitimacy that underpins the whole project
altogether.

At the heart of this question lies a further
question about the foundations of legitimate
government.In his book Democratic Legiti-
macy, the French political philosopher Pierre
Rosanvallon makes the important point that
growing distrust in the institutions of de-
mocracy is partly the result of a shift in the
sources of political legitimacy (Rosanvallon,
2008;Goldhammer, 2011). For much of the
modern era, legitimacy was about popular
consent for rulers based on the social con-
tract and the rules of behaviour it specified,
notably delegation of powers to the sovereign
in exchange for protection of life and prop-
erty. Over the past half-century or so, new
institutions and practices have expanded
and multiplied the sources of democratic
legitimacy. Among the most important
changes are, first of all, judicial authorities at
the national and the supranational level that
challenge the power of the executive and the
legislature; secondly, a vast array of bodies
that mediate between the individual citizen
on the one hand, and the state, on the other
hand, including regulatory bodies such as
watchdogs, independent commissions and
Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs).
According to Rosanvallon, these new insti-
tutional arrangements can be conceptual-
ised in terms of three values: impartiality
(agencies that are independent of the three
branches of government), reflexivity (con-
stitutional courts and other judicial authori-
ties) and proximity (intermediary institu-
tions such as NGOs or pressure groups that
defend the interests of minorities).

In relationto the EU, are these new sourc-
es of democratic legitimacy a way of com-
pensating for the lack of traditional sources,
such as competition for political office based
on elections that are free and fair? Or is it the
case that the EU lacks both sources - no elec-

toral competition and no new mechanisms
involving impartiality, reflexivity and prox-
imity? In fact, the latter seems to be true, as
the Union is often associated with a set of
normative values (liberal democracy, indi-
vidual human rights), powers of regulation
and even interference and a remoteness from
the concerns of ordinary citizens. Moreover,
the EU in its current configuration seems
to undermine national forms of legitimacy,
including parliamentary sovereignty, judi-
cial oversight and the accountability of ex-
ecutive power vis-a-vis the people. What is
worse, the EU might not even be in a posi-
tion to protect national sources of democrat-
ic legitimacy from threats, such as financial
oligarchy or authoritarianism that lead to a
concentration of power in the hands of small
elites and an attack on the independence of
key institutions - including constitutional
courts and NGOs in Poland or Hungary,
whichaccording to Rosanvallon are part of
the new sources of democratic legitimacy.

This article focuses on the question of
legitimacy in connection with the future of
the European. The next section provides an
account of the EU’s crisis of legitimacy and
explores the main causes that have led to this
predicament. Section 3 suggests that some of
the origins can be traced to the inception of
the European project in the post-1945 era.
Section 4 argues that the prospect for a core
EU (around the Eurozone countries) is rap-
idly receding. Section 5 outlines a new settle-
ment that focuses on the idea of a Europe of
nations, while the final section develops this
thinking in the direction of a civic common-
wealth that is grounded in the shared culture
of European countries.

Brexit and the influx of millions of mi-
grants are not the sole cause of the Union’s
current crisis. What these developments
highlight is the EU’s fundamental predica-
ment — economic interdependency without
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corresponding social solidarity and political
legitimacy. The ongoing and largely resolved
Eurozone turmoil encapsulates thisperhaps
most clearly. The common currency has ex-
tended and reinforced the deterministic log-
ic of neo-functionalism that underpins the
entire European edifice set up by the 1957
Rome Treaty, notably the neo-functionalist
idea that economic cooperation ‘spills over’
into political integration (Haas, 1958; Mitra-
ny, 1965, p. 119-149; Sandholtz, Stone Sweet,
1997, p. 297-317; Stone Sweet, Sandholtz,
Fligstein, 2001). This ‘spill-over’ process-
combines elements of intergovernmental co-
operation with supranational coordination
in ways that redefine legitimate authority
because sovereignty is now located not only
at levels where there is competition for power
and office based on election but also at lev-
els where there is little, if any, parliamentary
scrutiny or accountability to elected govern-
ments or citizens.

The project of creating a banking, fiscal
and political union (that has still not been
agreed by the 19 eurozone members) is in
large part an expression of the same eco-
nomic determinism that led to the single
market and the single currency in the first
place. Instead of a reciprocal recognition of
diverse and mutually augmenting practices,
neo-functionalism has tended to impose
centrally determined, abstract standards
on all member-states through top-down le-
gal and regulatory harmonisation driven
forward by the European Commission in
concert with the European Court of Justice
(ECJ). This has produced a kind of bureau-
cratic and managerialist homogenisation
that is at odds with the purported aim of
securing Europe’s unity-in-diversity (in va-
rietateconcordia). In other words, the very
set-up of the EU combines two very differ-
ent models of legitimacy: one that rests on
the national, popular legitimacy of member-
states — with elected governments that are
accountable to their parliaments and voters.
The other model is grounded in the suprana-

tional, technocratic legitimacy of Commu-
nity institutions: (1) the Commission, which
is neither fully accountable to the European
Parliament (representing all the peoples) or
to the European Council (representing all
the member-states); (2) the ECJ, which de-
rives its authority from intergovernmental
treaties, and not from an overarching consti-
tution that has popular consent.

With its focus on economic integra-
tion, the functionalist approach is compat-
ible with methods of governance that are
variously more intergovernmental or more
supranational and with models that either
favour a federal super-state or a free-trade
area - or, in the case of the single market and
the single currency, both at once (Majonein,
2009). Neo-functionalism has produced
an increasingly interdependent European
economy, which is ever more disconnected
from each national polity and society. The
founding principles of solidarity and sub-
sidiairity - which Europe inherited from the
Christian Catholic fusion of Greco-Roman
Antiquity with biblical revelation - have
been enshrined in successive treaties. But in
recent decades the EU has further retreated
towards narrow national self-interest, cen-
tralisation and a concentration of power
and wealth. Linked to this is the progressive
evolution towards unilateral rights without
responsibilities and commercial contracts
devoid of social purpose, which have sup-
planted and undermined the civic ties and
social bonds that hold together nations and
peoples. Rather than commanding the as-
sent of its people and offering the possibility
for civic participation in a shared polity, the
Union has fused elements of state ‘collectiv-
ism’ with market commodification - a secu-
lar ‘market-state’ that disembeds the econ-
omy from society and re-embeds the social
in the economic, as I have argued elsewhere
(Pabst, 2016, p. 109-128). As a by-product
of economic and legal standardisation, the
EU’s political structures lack firm founda-
tions and finalities.
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For all these reasons, the current turmoil
in the eurozone intensifies and radicalises
a very profound political crisis. The former
French Commissioner Pascal Lamy puts this
well:

The euro crisis shows that Europe’s insti-
tutions of political integration do not corre-
spond to the economic integration that has
been built. This imbalance is not sustainable,
and new forms of discipline, solidarity and
legitimacy have to emerge. The euro crisis
is actually three crises: one economic, one
institutional and one of legitimacy. The eco-
nomic component is the symptom - a dan-
gerous combination of a lack of competitive-
ness, fiscal problems and shaky banks. The
institutional component reflects the original
sins in the design of the Monetary Union —
Europe’s insufficient central powers in super-
vision, resolution and risk-sharing that sub-
sequent constitutional reforms have failed to
address. Lastly, the euro is also plagued by
a legitimacy crisis in which support for the
common currency — and, more broadly, for
the European project - is in decline®.

The earlier Franco-German strategy of
introducing federalism through the back-
door failed. Originally federalism was de-
signed to limit centralisation, not to promote
it. At the same time, Europe is suffering a
crisis of legitimacy that goes far beyond
the well-known (but poorly understood)
‘democratic deficit’ (Majone, 1998, p. 5-28;
Moravcsik, 2002, p. 603-624; Follesdal, Hix,
2006, p. 533-562). Here it is instructive to
distinguish legitimacy and democratic defi-
cit in some more detail. Every system of rep-
resentation is in ‘deficit’ compared with the
rigorous standards of democracy and rep-
resentative government, not least political
systems at the national level because no set
of elected representatives can ever embody
the general interest and there is an endemic

risk that representatives become an interest
or even self-serving party. In the case of the
EU, the ‘democratic deficit” includes five ele-
ments: (1) an increase in executive power and
a decrease in national parliamentary control;
(2) a weak European Parliament; (3) no EU-
wide elections fought on European issues; (4)
the sheer distance of EU institutions from
citizens in terms of electoral accountability
and the difference with domestic democratic
institutions, which contributes to a lack of
understanding of the functioning and a lack
of identity with the EU as a political project
that is seen as legitimate; (5) an EU policy
drift away from voters’ preferred policies to-
wards the interests of the Community insti-
tutionsand thus a lack of majority support by
citizens and even member-states (Follesdal,
Hix, 2006, p. 534-537).

The fundamental point is that a ‘demo-
cratic deficit is not the same as a crisis of le-
gitimacy, which concerns the lack of public
trust and popular assent. Legitimate rule
transcends formal arrangements and pro-
cedures such as clear constitutional settle-
ments or periodic elections. It rests on three
core capacities: (i) the ability to make a po-
litical system intelligible to its members;
(ii) the ability to mobilise civic consent; (iii)
the ability to interest and even to entertain
citizens. The EU falls short on all three levels.

More specifically, there is an increasing
institutional risk that national parliaments
and the European Parliament will unwit-
tingly succeed in discrediting each other,
as Larry Siedentop has argued in his semi-
nar book Democracy in Europe(Siedentop,
2001). The reason is that the increased pow-
ers of the European Parliament are not coun-
terbalanced by its enhanced authority. By
contrast, national parliaments retain author-
ity but have less and less power. The widen-
ing discrepancy between power and author-

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ity constitutes a very dangerous dialectic
that is gradually eroding popular support for
European integration. Under pressure from
political parties and the media to defend the
national interest, governments convening
as part of EU ministerial meetings seem in-
creasingly unable to come up with decisions
that can command consent. In turn, this
creates a growing gap between Europe’s rul-
ing elites and its citizenry. This, combined
the triumph of a liberal consensus between
left and right masquerading as a pragmatic
centrism, helps account for the recent up-
surge in support for the radical right and the
hard left that occupy the ensuing vacuum.
Thus Europe is in need of a political project
that can shape political debate and recon-
nect political classes to popular sentiment
and public opinion alike. The Union’s crisis
of legitimacy predates Brexit, the migration
emergency and the eurozone turmoil as it
has been developing for at least twenty-five
years — ever since the acceleration of the Eu-
ropean integration and enlargement process
following the fall of Communism and Ger-
man reunification.

Crucially, the EU lacks what the Canadi-
an philosopher Charles Taylor calls a ‘social
imaginary’, i.e. “[...] ways people imagine
their social existence, how they fit together
with others, how things go on between them
and their fellows, the expectations that are
normally met, and the deeper normative no-
tions and images that underline these expec-
tations” (Taylor, 2004, p. 23-24). As Taylor
defines it, a social imaginary “is in fact that
largely unstructured and inarticulate un-
derstanding of our whole situation, within
which particular features of our world show
up for us in the sense they have. It can never
be adequately expressed in the form of ex-
plicit doctrines because of its unlimited and
indefinite nature” (Taylor, p. 25). In this
manner, a social imaginary shapes the way
those people who share it view their co-exis-
tence, notably the normative dimensions of
individual or collective hope and the mutual

expectations that citizens have vis-a-vis each
other. As such, social imaginaries involve
common narratives, myths and practices,
particularly how people behave towards one
another. Beyond the ‘democratic deficit’, the
EU faces a crisis of legitimacy and lacks a
pan-European consciousness — that is to say,
a European social imaginary that is missing
from the social imaginary of most EU mem-
ber-states and popular, civic engagement
with the Union.

As Charles Taylor suggests, the theory of
social imaginaries must conform to the real-
ity, i.e. popular experience and assent to po-
litical rule — whether through constitutional
settlements, in elected assemblies or other
forms of political engagement. Now that the
reality of social imaginaries has changed, the
theory neither describes nor explains the ex-
perience of Europe’s citizens. The EU used to
have a certain ‘imagined’ social imaginary
that rested on mutual market interest, state
welfare and the peculiarly European social
models. But the ‘embedded liberalism’ of the
post-1945 era no longer captures the reality
that most European citizens inhabit and face
on a daily basis, except perhaps some Euro-
peans in the Benelux countries or parts of
Scandinavia. Linked to this is the danger of
deconstructing not just the nation-state but
also national identity and failing in the at-
tempt to build the first transnational politi-
cal community in history.

Indeed, one side-effect of the European
project since 1957 has been to weaken the
nation-state and to replace it with another
kind of state, which has been variously de-
scribed as a ‘market-state’ or a transnational
or even post-national state (Cooper, 2007). In
the case of Europe, the ‘market-state’ is char-
acterised by three distinct features. First of
all, it delinks the state from the nation and
transforms the purpose of government from
pursuing the public good to managing sys-
temic risk - whether financial, economic,
environmental or physical. Second, it under-
mines the social contract between the state
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and the citizen in favour of different social
contracts with distinct groups (whether eth-
nic communities or professional groups like
bankers). As such, the citizenry as a whole
lacks cohesion and identity. Third, it seeks to
replace national myths and narratives with
supranational substitutes. In short, the EU is
suffering a crisis of legitimacy that takes the
form of a crisis in social capital, i.e. a growing
lack of trust between citizens and the state.

At the same time, the Community in-
stitutions are not alone: countries at the
core and in periphery are in the midst of a
democratic crisis too, with austerity hitting
ordinary people disproportionately hard and
sacrifices not being shared properly by all
sections of the population. Moreover, coun-
tries such as Latvia, Hungary and Poland are
disqualifying themselves from being mem-
bers of the club because their nominally
liberal democracies are becoming increas-
ingly illiberal and undemocratic (Krastev,
p. 5-15). In short, the Union as a whole faces
an unprecedented crisis of representation
and legitimacy, and the citizens recognise
it more acutely - albeit inchoately - than do
the ruling elites in Brussels or in national
capitals.

Herein lies the reason for political ex-
tremism and popular alienation from the
European project. The breakdown of nation-
al social imaginaries is the source for radi-
calisation on both the left and the right, chief
of all the excesses of multiculturalism and
post-national citizenship whereby foreign
minority claims seem to take precedence
over indigenous majority interests. As a re-
sult, growing numbers of citizens across Eu-
rope question representative democracy and
the institutions of both state and market that
collude with special interests at the expense
of ordinary people. But since there is no
widely shared European social imaginary or
European citizenship, people end up rallying
around the nation-state and national myths
(or populist versions that are filling the ideo-
logical void). Without a proper democratic

mandate, neither national governments nor
the supranational decision-making bodies
of the EU will be able to command popular
assent and address the legitimacy crisis that
threatens the post-war European project as
a whole.

To have a better understanding of the
EU’s present predicament, it is necessary to
revisit the origins of the European integra-
tion process. The post-war European project
came into existence to resist the three forces
that had devastated Europe in the late nine-
teenth and the first half of the twentieth cen-
tury: economic nationalism, the free-market
ideology of laissez-faire capitalism, and the
state corporatism of the communist, fascist
and national-socialist regimes. Europe’s
founding fathers like Robert Schuman,
Konrad Adenauer or Alcide deGasperi were
more inspired by Christian social teaching
than by secular ideology (Kaiser, 2007; Wil-
ton, p. 13-32). They inaugurated coopera-
tion between former enemies in agriculture,
coal and steel, and they built new alliances
among trade unions, businesses and the
churches. Underpinning this new economic
model was a substantive conception of the
common good based on bringing hitherto
estranged interests into a new negotiated
institutional settlement — in particular be-
tween central, regional and local govern-
ment as well as among employers, trade
unions and the public sector. Especially in
the Federal Republic of Germany, the social
market economy that was supported by both
Christian and Social Democracy embodied
many principles of Catholic socialteaching
and cognate ideas in the Protestant tradition
(Luitwielerin, p. 50-69).

One way to characterise the post-1945
European project is in terms of a triple
triad. First, vocation, value, and virtue: a
vocational labour market in Germany, the
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Netherlands and parts of France and Italy
(combined with regional banks and local
government) sustained a more balanced
and diversified economy that tended to pro-
duce goods and services of value serving the
needs of people. This model also provided
many incentives to virtue rather than vice:
shared benefit, generosity, and a high degree
of trust and cooperation instead of greed,
selfishness, distrust, and conflict. The expe-
rience of the trentesglorieuses was as much
to do with post-war reconstruction as it was
about a new balance of rival interests in pur-
suit of the common good.

Second, solidarity, subsidiarity, and
status: the early European project focused
on real, interpersonal solidarity between
agriculture, manufacturing, industry, and
services. The much-maligned Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP) - in its original
version - defended small-holding farms
and their important social and cultural role
against industrialized agriculture and its
links to big food-processing and wholesale
businesses, which squeezed farmers and
independent shops. Co-determination in
industry represented subsidiarity in action
and was also a cornerstone of cooperation
between countries that had been at war for
much of the previous two centuries. The
status of workers and peasants was central,
affording them not just an income to feed
themselves and their families, but also a
public recognition of their vital contribution
to society.

Based on a process of reconciliation be-
tween Germany and its erstwhile enemies,
the post-1945 settlement gave rise to a new
era of peace, prosperity, and partnership —
the third triad. Europe sought to learn the
lessons of centuries of war between rival co-
lonial powers and sovereign states by inau-
gurating a new kind of cooperation with the
aim of bringing about an ‘ever closer union
of peoples and nations, as the preamble of
the 1957 Rome Treaty states. In an attempt
to avert the bloodshed of inter-state war and

stop unmediated economic competition
from turning into conflict, Europe’s found-
ing fathers sought to build a different type
of polity, which can be described as a ‘sub-
sidiarist’ and ‘reciprocalist’ commonwealth
that pools sovereignty and embeds states and
markets in strong intermediary institutions
in order to counterbalance global capital and
centralised bureaucracy. To an extent the
European post-war project managed to pro-
vide a balance between free trade and pro-
tectionism through regional and structural
funds in ways that tempered both national-
ism and the impersonal forces of unmedi-
ated globalisation.

However, at the heart of post-war Europe
was also an ambiguity from the outset - the
primacy of economics and politics over so-
ciety and culture. This primacy goes back to
the ‘Monnet method’ of supranational in-
tegration that was already enshrined in the
1957 Rome Treaty, which is also known as
‘neo-functionalism’ - the idea that ever more
economic exchange and legal uniformity
will over time produce political unification
(as I have already indicated). Monnet’s neo-
functional approach fused Napoleonic di-
rectives with German ‘Ordo-liberal’” think-
ing, which since the late 1960s has differed
from Catholic Social Thought in that it privi-
leges legal positivism and procedure over co-
alitions of interest in a quest for the common
good (Lachman, p. 89-108). Europe’s ‘origi-
nal sin’ was to fail to develop a shared politi-
cal economy that would extend the virtues
of the German social market model to the
rest of the EU, while correcting the vices of
Ordo-liberalism - too much emphasis on
central rules and regulations, too little em-
phasis on the social purpose of investment
and competition.

Germany has managed to preserve many
elements of the social market, including
worker representation on boards, regional
banks, farm subsidies, an industrial policy,
and a vocational labour market. But neither
the Christian nor the Social Democrats re-
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sisted the neo-liberal takeover of German
Ordnungspolitik, especially the pursuit
of austerity and price stability that in the
context of the Eurozone privileges defla-
tion and depression (Pabst in Cardinale,
Coffman, Scazzieri, 2017, p. 183-215). The
tragedy of the EU is that Germany has ex-
ported its ethics and politics rather than its
economy: Kantian morality of context-less
duties, Weberian statecraft void of virtue,
and Bismarckian quasi-military manage-
ment of citizens through centralized welfare.
Reinforced by French dirigisme and bureau-
cratic diktat, the Franco-German marriage
has engendered a Europe that is abstract,
administrative and alien vis-a-vis its citizens
just because it is founded more upon formal-
ism, legalism and rationalism than it is upon
substantive unity, judgment, and a fuller
conception of reason. A richer rationality re-
connected with habit, feeling and faith can
correct the instrumental rationality of both
capitalism and bureaucracy.

To Europe’s ‘original sin” one can add the
‘cardinal vice’ of the 1985 Single European
Act so beloved of Margaret Thatcher and her
successors as British Prime Minister. Far
from creating a free market liberated from
French dirigisme, it progressively replaced
Europe’s Common Market, which rests on
the mutual recognition of national diversity
(with some basic minimum standards) that
is negotiated predominantly by the individ-
ual member-states, with a Single Market that
promotes top-down harmonization giving
all power to the Commission and the Court
of Justice. In practice, the EU put in place
a regulatory regime that imposes uniform
standards across all member-states (Ma-
jone, 1994, p. 77-101). By contrast, before the
creationof the Single Market EU directives
required some minimal harmonisation of

European law but also had the effect of ban-
ning restrictive regulation in countries that
interfere with the four freedoms (people,
goods, services, and capital). Ironically, the
UK’s insistence on enlarging the EU rapidly
and on extending the Single Market to ever-
more sectors reinforced the unmediated
movement of capital and labour by weaken-
ing the mutual protection between regions
and nations that European project originally
provided. In this way, Britain’s approach to
Europe helped to create the very conditions
for the Brexit vote when a significant number
of British voters rebelled against the sheer
volume of immigration as a result of the free
movement of labour - combined with con-
cerns about the loss of parliamentary sov-
ereignty and a threat to settled ways of life
(Pabst, 2016, p. 189-201).

Connected with the increasingly unre-
strained low of capital and low is the EU in-
terpretation of the principle of subsidiarity.
In Article 5 of the EU Treaty and other texts,
subsidiarity implies that the Union is obliged
to take action wherever it has an advantage
in terms of scale or effect. Not only does this
invert the burden of proof and raise ques-
tion over who has the legitimate authority to
decide’. But it also hollows out the primacy
of society over the economy, as Karl Polanyi
argued in his seminal book The Great Trans-
formation (Polanyi, 2000). From the family
via intermediary institutions all the way up
to the nation, the primacy of the social over
the economic is central to Christian social
teaching (and cognate traditions such as
guild socialism or One Nation conservatism)
(Milbank, Pabst, 2016, p. 69-90). As a result
of EU legalism and proceduralism, subsid-
iarity has become an engine of centralisation
when it was supposed to be a device for de-
volving power to people. Thus EU centralism

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is neither necessary nor inevitable. It was the
outcome of contingent political decisions to
fuse Anglo-Saxon free-market economics
with continental bureaucratic statism, which
successive EU member-states and the Com-
munity institutions in Brussels have taken to
new levels. It is this European ‘market-state’
that lacks political direction, economic vi-
tality, social cohesion, and civic consent and
that was rejected in the Brexit vote.

Brexit and the continual conflict in
Ukraine seem to provide a golden oppor-
tunity to turn the EU into a politically in-
tegrated “Core Europe” with a diffusion of
peripheral states, including countries such
as Greece that would leave the euro. Does
the UK’s departure in 2019 not remove a
recalcitrant country that has been bent
on blocking further integration ever since
it joined the then-EEC in 19732 And do
events in Ukraine not underscore the need
for greater unity in the face of destabilisa-
tion along the EU’s external border, from
the Baltics to the Balkans? Faced with an
anti-EU insurgency across member states
old and new, is this not the time for another
‘great leap forward’, as with the Single Eu-
ropean Act after the crisis in the 1970s and
the Maastricht Treaty following the end of
the Cold War?

The last time the EU attempted such a
great leap forward towards full political in-
tegration ended in the failure of the 2005
Constitutional Treaty, which both the Dutch
and the French people rejected comprehen-
sively. Far from lurching towards the super-
state that Eurosceptics have always feared,

the reality is that the EU is paralysed by the
deep divisions that already existed within it
long before Ukraine and Brexit - between
net contributors and net recipients, between
old and new member states, between those
pursuing a federal state and those favouring
a union of nations or perhaps simply a free
trade area with some common standards.
Even the Brussels-based community insti-
tutions have recently changed their tune.
Donald Tusk, the President of the European
Council, has spoken of the ‘existential cri-
sis’ facing the EU. Already ahead of the vote
in favour of Brexit, he told a gathering of
Christian Democrats on 30 May 2016 that,
obsessed with the idea of instant and total
integration, we failed to notice that ordi-
nary people, the citizens of Europe, do not
share our Euro-enthusiasm. Disillusioned
with the great visions of the future, they de-
mand that we cope with the present reality
better than we have been doing until now.
[...] The spectre of a break-up is haunting
Europe and a vision of a federation doesn’t
seem to me like the best answer to it®.

The death of the federalist dream of
creating a European super-state has long
been in the making, as the analyst Charles
Grant has observed®. Not even the Euro-
zone countries are willing to agree on a
full banking union - never mind a fiscal
or a political union. Since the defeat of the
Constitutional Treaty in 2005, power has
flown from the supranational level back to
the intergovernmental level. Echoing Mar-
garet Thatcher’s 1988 Bruges lecture, the
German chancellor Angela Merkel argued
in the same place in 2010 that the future of
the EU lies with a better division of labour
between the EU institutions and member
states and with greater coordination by the

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latter in order to take the lead and leave the
implementation of decisions to the former’.
In conceptual terms, this means deploying
the “union method” of co-ordinated ac-
tion by national governments (Overdevest,
2002). This contrasts with the “community
method” of automatic supra-nationalism
favoured by the former President of the Eu-
ropean Commission Jacques Delors and,
before him, Jean Monnet. All the major
decisions on Eurozone bailouts and the mi-
gration crisis have been made by Germany
and other big member states, with the sup-
port of others. Neither the Commission nor
the Court of Justice has been able to push
for further integration.

At the centre of a less federalised EU,
geographically as well as politically, is
Germany. Ukraine and Brexit have thrust
Berlin into an even more pivotal position,
but just as expectations of greater German
leadership have increased, so too have fears
of German power (Kundnani, 2014). In re-
sponse, German politicians from both main
parties talk about ‘leading from the centre’.
In practice this involvcesa kind of hub-and-
spoke EU where policy is driven primarily
by a search for consensus and a concern
to preserve the Union - not “a utopia of
Europe without nation-states or a utopia
of Europe imposing its own values on the
external world”, as Tusk warned. For all of
these reasons, the prospects of a Core EU
are rapidly receding.

Moreover, the Brexit vote highlights
a fundamental crisis of the EU that goes be-
yond British opposition to mass immigration
and the loss of parliamentary sovereignty.
The Czech foreign minister LubomirZao-
ralekput this well:

Brexit is a symptom of a wider crisis of
trust and the collapse of the EU’s political
capital. The UK may well be a special case,
but the concerns that animated the Leave
vote—particularly over the downsides of
globalisation-are echoed in other member
states. Brussels institutions, in particular the
European Commission, share some of the
blame. The bodies that are meant to instil
a sense of common purpose have become a
symbol of alienation. Instead of protecting
the unity of the EU, they have contributed to
national division and public mistrust, espe-
cially in their response to the refugee crisis®.

This sentiment is shared across the
Union, including among former advocates
of Euro-federalism, such as the German fi-
nance minister Wolfgang Schauble, who
rejected calls for further integration both
before and after the Brexit vote. He stated
unambiguously that “this is not the time for
visions; if the Commission doesn’t work with
us we ourselves will take things in hand™.
With the Euro-federalists weakened and in
a minority, the realists and pragmatists are
prevailing in their attempts to cut short any
discussion of ‘more EU’, a new treaty, or even
a European government.

Instead of creating a super-state, Brexit
is much more likely to move the EU in the
direction of a Europe of nations akin to
Charles de Gaulle’s vision of a ‘Europe des
patries’, with a more inter-governmental
Union in which national capitals call the
shots. None of this indicates any imminent
move towards a Core Europe of any de-
scription. On the contrary, Brexit has made
disintegration the dominant dynamic, and
this is set to continue in 2017 and beyond,
as anti-EU insurgencies try to take power

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in the Netherlands, France, and Italy. Even
if Marine Le Pen loses the French presiden-
tial elections and Martin Schulz is elected as
German chancellor, there is no mainstream
political support for a Core EU. In fact, the
EU is deeply divided and paralysed between
three poles: an Atlantic pole composed of
Scandinavia, the Baltic States, Poland, and
some other Central European countries;
a continental pole consisting of Germany,
France, Spain, Italy, and the Benelux; and a
Eurasian-leaning pole involving countries
that are more positively disposed towards
Russia, including Slovakia, Hungary, Bul-
garia, and (post-EU accession) Serbia.

After Brexit, the EU could either evolve
into a super-state (composed of the Euro-
zone core), or lapse into a glorified free-trade
area, or disintegrate altogether. Confronted
with the threats of terrorism, economic de-
pression in the Eurozone periphery, and
the impact of mass immigration, the EU
faced an existential crisis well before Brit-
ain’s decision to leave because the domi-
nant neo-functionalist model of integration
and enlargement eroded the social-cultural
foundations upon which the European pol-
ity rests (Pabst, p. 109-128). In recent years,
the dynamic of disintegration reached a new
level, as Schengen and the Euro have served
to undermine civic consent and public trust
in the European project and thereby exacer-
bated the crisis of legitimacy.

For this reason, turning the EU into a
mere free-trade zone is the wrong answer to
Brexit because increasingly unfettered free
trade between sovereign nations will per-
force require the creation of a super-state to
prevent any national protectionism from re-
emerging, which is why the common market
based on mutual recognition has mutated
into the single market with top-down har-
monisation. Such a super-state would also

exacerbate the corrosive effects of globalisa-
tion on national identity and the economy
precisely because the modern state — wheth-
er at the national or the supranational lev-
el - is constituted through its centralising
tendency to suppress regional and linguistic
differences in ways that over time provoke a
popular backlash.

A loose confederation of sovereign states
as demanded by euro-sceptics in some of
the new EU member-states such as Poland
or Hungary might avert centralisation but
it would be powerless to counteract protec-
tionist reactions or provide a strong Euro-
pean presence in the world. Thus the only
genuine alternative to centralisation and dis-
integration is the transformation of the EU
into a proper commonwealth of nations and
peoples — a multinational association that
shares risks, rewards, and resources based
on blending contribution with solidarity
and pooling sovereignty (according to a sub-
stantive conception of subsidiarity) in areas
where collective action provides mutual ben-
efits for all. Up to a point the EU is already a
plural polity of overlapping and concentric
circles, multiple jurisdictions, polycentric
authority, and hybrid institutions that can
resist both a centralised super-state and a
fantasised free-trade area.

However, the Brexit vote provides an op-
portunity to build a new European settle-
ment that addresses legitimate popular fears
about the impact of global capital and mass
migration on the EU as a whole - not just
Britain - by reforming free movement of
labour and enhancing the legitimacy of EU
institutions. The main problem with free
movement of people within the EU is that it
is unsustainable in an era of major economic
dislocation and mass inward migration from
outside Europe. With Schengen already
suspended indefinitely, now is perhaps the
final chance to revise the rules governing
the free movement of labour before the EU
disintegrates. No member-state wants to
curtail the ability of citizens of one country
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to study, seek work, or retire in another, but
there are several countries - including Ger-
many - that want to overhaul the provisions
on access to benefits and the automatic right
to remain in another member-state without
a job (and without the capacity to support
yourself in the absence of state assistance). A
different response to Brexit is to transform
social security in all EU countries — especial-
ly Britain - in the direction of a contributory
system wherein contribution is the basis for
entitlement and non-remunerated activities
such as caring for relatives or voluntary work
in the community are honoured.

In the short and medium term, member-
states such as the UK that face pressures on
public services, housing and health could be
allowed to use an ‘emergency brake” on in-
ward migration for a duration of seven to ten
years, which is how long the temporary dero-
gation used by Germany lasted following the
2004 EU eastern enlargement. While the
governments of Poland, Hungary and oth-
er central and eastern European countries
might object, such an emergency brake and
other safeguard measures are already part
of EU treaties, and they help new member-
states to limit brain-drain. Such a deal could
even keep Britain in the single market and
avoid a full withdrawal that would be mutu-
ally diminishing. In exchange for access to
the single market and a 10-year limit on im-
migration, the UK would still make a contri-
bution to the EU budget (albeit at a reduced
rate) and lose its influence over the rules on
the single market if it chose to become an as-
sociate member.

Amid the crisis of legitimacy, the EU
needs to renew the founding vision of a re-
ciprocalist and subsidiarity polity that re-
connects supranational institutions much
more closely to nations, regions, localities,
communities, and even neighbourhoods.
Central to such a transformation is a change
in the current balance of power that gives
the unelected European Commission the
sole right to initiate laws, while the Council

of (nationally elected) Ministers decides but
does not execute policies. The first reform
should be to recognise the council as the
supreme executive power of the EU and to
restore the commission to its original role of
a European civil service that acts as a secre-
tariat to the council in an advisory function,
overseeing the implementation of common
regulations and mediating among compet-
ing national and sectional interests. Second,
the judicial activism of the European Court
of Justice could be curtailed by further lim-
iting the cases it hears and restricting its
power to that of an arbiter, not a missionary
which serves to transfer competencies from
member-states to the commission. Third,
the European Parliament lacks legitimacy
because it is disconnected from national po-
litical classes. The lower chamber of elected
members could be supplemented by an upper
chamber composed of representatives from
national parliaments, professions, regions,
and cities (by fusing the existing Regional
Committee of the EU with its Economic and
Social Committee). A Parliament that repre-
sents European society — not just individual
constituents — can command greater civic
assent while also better exercising its pri-
mary purpose of scrutinising legislation and
holding the executive to account.

To build a proper polity that can trans-
form the European market-state, the Union
needs to address three fundamental errors.
First of all, the primacy of economic inte-
gration over political union, which has led
to a market-state that is disembedded from
society and a citizenry that is subordinated
to the joint rule of the economic and the
political. Second, the premature process
of constitutionalisation that culminated
in the rejection of the 2005 Constitutional
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Treaty and the flawed Lisbon Treaty. Third,
the current institutional arrangements that
concentrate power in the hands of supra-
national institutions and national govern-
ments at the expense of the Union’s citizen-
ry. What underpins these three errors are
the two dominant methods of integration
and enlargement, namely the supranational
Community method (that rests on the logic
of neo-functionalism) and the intergovern-
mental method (that is grounded in the logic
of liberal institutionalism).

The former imposes an EU constitu-
tional and institutional settlement from
above, while the latter denies the import of
constitutional norms and reduces coopera-
tion to largely technical transactions. Both
approaches favour formal, procedural values
and process over substantive notions and
policy. That is why the EU is associated with
abstract standards and top-down harmoni-
sation that brackets the plural search for the
common good, human flourishing and the
dignity of the person altogether out of the
picture. So both crude federalism, which
is based on the supranational Community
method, and narrow ‘sovereignism’, which
draws on the intergovernmental method, are
unable to bring about a proper polity that
can blend unity with diversity by upholding
universal principles which are embodied in
particular practices. On the contrary, the
dominant models and methods continue to
fuel the centrifugal forces that exacerbate
both integration and enlargement fatigue
and risk breaking the Union asunder.

By contrast, Europe’s diverse Christian
heritage has the potential to renew and ex-
tend the shared social imaginary on which a
vibrant market economy and democracy de-
pend. In a remarkable report on “The Spiri-
tual and Cultural Dimension of Europe”
published in 2004, a reflection group com-

posed of European statesmen and intellectu-
als debunked the neo-functional myth that
economic integration will lead to political
union and that market forces can produce
politically resilient solidarity: “The original
expectation, that the political unity of the
EU would be a consequence of the European
common market has proven to be illusory
[...] To function as a viable and vital polity,
the European Union needs a firmer founda-
tion™". Rightly rejecting any arbitrary list of
abstract values, the group argued that the
role of Europe’s common culture, which is
a variety of traditions that are both inter-
twined and in tension with one another,
grows in significance as the old, secular logic
of integration unravels. Crucially, the shared
cultural bonds, which bind Europeans to-
gether, draw on the Christian fusion of bibli-
cal revelation with Greco-Roman Antiquity
in order to promote notions such as peace,
reconciliation, solidarity and subsidiarity.

Moreover, Christianity has bequeathed
to Europe and the rest of the world a number
of perennial principles such as the dignity of
the person, the virtue of free association and
the distinction of religious from political
authority that avoids both aggressive secu-
larism (masquerading as secular neutrality)
and fanatical theocracy (masquerading as
religious guidance). In the absence of such
and similar principles, all the contemporary
profession of values associated with democ-
racy and liberalism will sound increasingly
hollow. Indeed, the professed pragmatism
of many European elites masks a dangerous
moral relativism, as Pope Benedict XVT has
argued:

A community built without respect for
the true dignity of the human being, disre-
garding the fact that every person is created
in the image of God, ends up doing no good
to anyone. For this reason it seems ever more

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important that Europe be on guard against
the pragmatic attitude, widespread today,
which systematically justifies compromise
on essential human values, as if it were the
inevitable acceptance of a lesser evil. This
kind of pragmatism, even when presented as
balanced and realistic, is in reality neither,
since it denies the dimension of values and
ideals inherent in human nature. When non-
religious and relativistic tendencies are wo-
ven into this pragmatism, Christians as such
are eventually denied the very right to enter
into the public discussion, or their contribu-
tion is discredited as an attempt to preserve
unjustified privileges. In this historical hour
and faced with the many challenges that con-
front it, the European Union, in order to be a
valid guarantor of the rule of law and an ef-
ficient promoter of universal values, cannot
but recognize clearly the certain existence
of a stable and permanent human nature,
source of common rights for all individu-
als, including those who deny them. In this
context, the right to conscientious objection
should be protected, every time fundamental
human rights are violated™.

Therefore universal values and principles
like freedom, equality, solidarity and the will
of the majority require firm foundations and
transcendent finalities that mediate between
the individual and the collective - otherwise
liberal democracy slides either into moral
relativism or political absolutism (or indeed
both at once). The Union needs to eschew
abstract standards, formal values and the
priority of process over policy in favour of a
mutual recognition of particular practices,
universal principles such as the common
good and the primacy of both constitution-

alism and ‘mixed government’ (rather than
liberal market democracy). This can com-
mand proper popular consent and thus help
to improve the EU’s lack of legitimacy.

Up to a point, Europe remains a vesti-
gially Christian polity that reflects the me-
diated universalism of Christianity’s fusion
of biblical revelation with Greco-Roman
Antiquity. Indeed, Europe’s polity is char-
acterised by hybrid institutions, overlap-
ping jurisdictions, polycentric authority and
multi-level governance that are different
from the characteristically ancient or mod-
ern concentration of power in the hands of
a sovereign — whether an absolute monarch
or a revolutionary republic. Drawing in part
on the work of RémiBrague, the Italian Car-
dinal Archbishop of Milan Angelo Scola has
remarked that the origins of this distinctly
European model go back to a long tradition
which views Europe not as foundational but
rather as the continuous unfolding of the
Hellenistic fusion of Jerusalem with Athens
(Brague, 1999; Gouguenheim, 2008)"2. In the
‘long Middle Ages’ (c 500-1300), Hellenised
Christianity integrated and transformed
other European traditions such Germanic
law or the Celtic language.

Connected with this blending of diverse
cultures within an overarching framework
is the Judeo-Christian distinction of reli-
gious from political authority. Based on this
distinction, a free ‘complex space’ emerged
between political rule and society wherein
politics is not monopolised by the state but
pertains to the public realm in which indi-
viduals and groups participate (Milbank,
1997, p. 268-292). Indeed, the Church - to-
gether with local communities and profes-

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sional bodies like guilds or universities —
tended to defend the freedom of society
against political coercion. It thereby helped
protect the autonomy of Jewish, Muslim and
other religious minorities. In addition to
complex debates about the relative balance
of state and church or the ‘mix’ of different
sources of law (canon, common and civil),
the presence of Jewish communities and
Muslim-ruled lands on the Iberian penin-
sula ensured that ‘Christian Europe’ at its
best was never a clerically dominated mono-
lith but rather a realm of political argument
within and across different faith traditions.
Just like Christianity was never exclusively
European, so too Europe is not an exclusive-
ly ‘Christian club’.

Moreover, Christendom in East and
West has blended the principle of free as-
sociation in Germanic common law with
the Latin sense of equity and participation
in the shared civitas. In this manner, Euro-
pean Christianity has defended a more rela-
tional account (in terms of objective rights
and reciprocal duties, not merely subjective
individual entitlements) that outflanked the
dialectic of the individual and the collective
that we owe to the American and the French
Revolution. Ultimately, Europe’s unique
legacy of faith and reason provided the ba-
sis for European claims to an ‘organically’
plural universalism. The mark of this variant
of universalism is that it avoids both moral
relativism and political absolutism by offer-
ing a free, shared social space for religious
and non-religious practice — the ‘realm’ of
civil society that is more primary than either
the central state or the ‘free’ market. As the
‘corporation of corporations’, the European
polity rests on common civic culture and so-
cial bonds that are more fundamental than
either formal constitutional-legal rights or
economic-contractual ties (or some sinister
fusion of both).

So what sets Europe apart from the other
global ‘poles’ is the autonomous space of civ-
il society and the intermediary institutions

that mediate between the individual, the
state and the market. The aforementioned
report by the Reflection Group on the spiri-
tual and cultural dimension of Europe puts
this well:

Europe itself is far more than a political
construct. It is a complex - a “culture” - of
institutions, ideas, expectations, habits and
feelings, moods, memories and prospects
that form a “glue” binding Europeans to-
gether — and all these are a foundation on
which a political construct must rest. This
complex - we can speak of it as European
civil society — is at the heart of political
identity. It defines the conditions of suc-
cessful European politics and the limits of
state and political intervention (Reflection
group, p. 9).

Contrary to common misconceptions,
the EU at its best is neither a federal super-
state nor an intergovernmental structure.
Instead, European nations pool their sov-
ereignty and are more like regions within
a pan-national polity that combines a po-
litical system sui generis with elements of a
neo-medieval empire (Hix, 2005; Zielonka,
2006). The German constitutional court, in
a landmark ruling on the Lisbon Treaty in
June 2009, emphasized that the Union is nei-
ther just an international organisation nor a
federal super-state but rather a voluntary as-
sociation of states — unlike the USA since the
civil war. The mark of the European polity
is that it limits both state and market power
in favour of communities and groups. This
associational model combines vertical, more
hierarchical elements with horizontal, more
egalitarian aspects, with overlapping juris-
dictions and a complex web of intermediary
institutions wherein sovereignty is dispersed
and diffused. By contrast, the US is a com-
mercial republic where civil society is equat-
ed with proprietary relations and market-
based exchange (Hamilton, Madison, Jay, ed.
Ball, 2003). In other parts of the world, civil
society is subordinated to the administrative
and symbolic order of central state power.
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Thus, Europe’s greatest ‘gift’ to its people and
the rest of the world is to offer a narrative
that accentuates the autonomy of associa-
tions vis-a-vis both state and market and re-
embeds both politics and economics within
the civic and social bonds of civil society.

Faced with the current crisis of legitima-
cy, this suggests that the EU needs a better
model of shared sovereignty and reciprocal
power by building a subsidiary polis that
connects supranational institutions much
more closely to regions, localities, commu-
nities and neighbourhood. In turn, this re-
quires a much greater sense of a common
demos with a mutual ethos and telos. In line
with its own best traditions, Europe could do
worse than to renew and extend its political
project around the following principles and
practices: first, a commonwealth of nations
and peoples rather than a market-state of
‘big government’ and ‘big business’; second,
the pursuit of the common good in which
all can share - beyond the maximisation
of individual utility or collective happiness
(or both at once); third, a series of political
transformations that not only acknowledge
the recent failures and the current crisis but
also reconfigure the key institutions in ac-
cordance with Judeo-Christian and Greco-
Roman notions of constitution rule and
‘mixed government’.

Rosanvallon’s points about new sources
of democratic legitimacy notwithstanding,
popular consent in the Western tradition
(including the Eastern Roman Empire and
the Byzantine Commonwealth that encom-
passed Russia) has always tended to revolve
around a ‘mixed constitution’ - with both
‘aristocratic’ and ‘monarchical’ and ele-
ments. The former means groups of ‘wise
men and women’ and the latter has to be in
some fashion embodied in one person, as it
still is today, throughout the world, in the
mode of presidential and prime ministerial
functions.But instead of a constitutionally
guaranteed interplay of these three elements,
the EU model has tended to empower oligar-

chy and an overweening executive (in the
form of the European Commission) that ex-
ceeds whatever democratic mandate it might
have. Thus the EU requires a proper consti-
tutional settlement that has popular partici-
pation and civic consent at its heart in order
to foster democratic legitimacy.

More specifically, one of the clearest
weaknesses of the EU’s political system is
the established modality of direct elections
to the European Parliament, which has bro-
ken the link between national political class-
es and the European project, giving national
politicians and national parliaments an ex-
cuse to get involved less than they should do
and might otherwise have done. Linked to
this is another structural weakness, namely
the evolution of the Commission from be-
ing a pan-European civil service in support
of national governments towards a supra-
national institution that concentrates both
legislative and executive powers in its hand.
Both European Parliament elections and
the designation of the Commission drive a
wedge between EU and national politics and
deepen the growing gap between the Union
and its citizenry.

For these reasons, the EU should create a
parliamentary system of bicameralism - with
a lower house representing the people and an
upper house representing cities, regions, na-
tions, professions and faiths. For its part, the
Commission should revert to being a high-
level European civil service that supports the
work of the EU’s bicameral legislature and
the EU’s executive — the Council of Ministers
and the European Council (and possibly na-
tionally elected politicians on secondment to
the EU to ensure the day-to-day running of
the EU’s executive). In this manner, a bicam-
eral system and an executive rooted in na-
tional politics can once again bind national
political classes to the European project. The
objection that the EU already has a certain
kind of second chamber in the form of the
Council of Ministers ignores its role, which
is to relate the European project to national
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governments but not to national parliaments
and national polities in the manner that is
needed.

Crucially, a bicameral parliament and
the participation of nationally elected poli-
ticians in the EU executive would go some
ways towards building a mixed government
thatisin line with the best traditions of Euro-
pean constitutionalism — notably the rule of
law, limits on sovereign power, the interplay
of the ‘one’, the ‘few’ and the ‘many’ as well
as the distinction of powers without however
an absolute separation (as in revolutionary
regimes of the USA and France), which ends
either in paralysis or in the primacy of the
executive over the other branches of govern-
ment (again as in the USA and France). What
a proper European policy requires is a much
stronger measure of popular assent, coupled
with civic participation (through local, re-
gional and professional assemblies like town-
halls or guildhalls) and the guidance of ‘the
wise’ (based on the representation of faiths
and professions). Only a commonwealth of
nations and peoples with some shared social
imaginary will be able to embed markets
and states in the interpersonal relationships
of trust and cooperation on which social ties
and civic bonds ultimately rest.

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The Problems of the Old World

ABSTRACT. The article contains analysis of
three interlinked topics: the European policy
in Germany, an impact of European integra-
tion on internal political order of the country
and modern state and perspectives of German
euroscepticism. The German government has
been a proactive leader of both the EU enlarge-
ment and deepening of European integration.
The author considers the roots of the European
policy in Germany and critically assesses its
strengths and weaknesses. It is stressed that
during the period of rapid growth of the EU in
1990s - beginning of 2000s Berlin played a sig-
nificant role in the process. However, the crisis
of the EU development which had been taking
place since the first decade of 2000s remains to
be a crucial reason for Germany to correct its
European policy and leads to the appearance
of unprecedented discourse of euroscepticism,
which previously existed only in a form of mar-
ginalized narrative.

The author presents an analysis of the rea-
sons of German euroscepticism, its organi-
zational structure, electoral support groups
and some problems of its appearance and
perspectives. Considering some unique char-
acteristics of the German case, the author
names such aspects as the absence of direct de-
mands for exit, moderate character of articu-

lated demands and organizational disunity.
From the author’s point of view, euroscepticism
is closely linked with nationalism, what espe-
cially stressed in the German case. The author
concludes by saying about potential depletion
of political and socio-economical agenda con-
structed by eurosceptics. It is stated that for
German political elites the rise of euroscepti-
cism is a factor which prompts them to rethink
European policy and its further development.

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ABSTRACT. The phenomenaofeuroscepticism
in France is analyzed in the paper. The partici-
pation of France in key projects of the Europe-
an construction is examined. The models com-
bining supranational initiatives with French
national interests are described in this context.
Main differences between federalist project of
J. Monnet and R. Schumann and confederal-
ist plans of Ch. de Gaulle and F. Mitterrand.
The positions of French eurosceptical parties
and movements and second half of XX century
are researched. The particularities of evolu-
tion for leftish eurosceptics are analyzed in the
cases of the French Communist party, Trotsky-
ist forces, left souverenists and antiliberal left
of J-L. Meélenchon. The specifics of develop-
ment for right-side eurosceptics is outlined by
the examples of Gaullist parties, right neo-
gaullist souverenists, ultra-right conservative
and antiglobalist forces including the National
Front. Common and different features in the
agendas of leftish and right-wing eurosceptics
are shown, the referendum agenda of 2005 is
among them.

Contemporary trends in the development of
French eurosceptics, their positions and social
base in the presidential elections of 2017 are
examined. The author concludes that despite
the rising of leftish and right-wing eurosceptics,
electoral alliances between them could be just
tactical. The promotion of common candidate

by both leftish and right-wing eurosceptics
seems to be unrealistic in the near future - as
well as the French ‘exit” from EU. Nevertheless
eurosceptics — the ones who reflect protest sen-
timents — will keep influencing the French soci-
ety: they will force the establishment reacting to
urgent issues promoted by eurosceptic agenda.

Under Discussion

ABSTRACT: The primary focus of the paper
is on the contemporary sociopolitical discus-
sion in France about the problems of European
integration. One of its key aspects, the debate
among the eminent thinkers, philosophers and
historians, is analyzed. The French intellectuals
always emphasized the problem of the united
Europe building considering the continent as
the field for the France’s economic, political and
cultural expansion. Since the second half of the
XXth century the vision of the country’s future
has been inherent in the European project’s re-
alization. From the French thinkers’ point of
view the European community turned into a
kind of superstructure over the liberal demo-
cratic states that neutralized the risks of their
interaction as well as opened the prospects for
mutual development. At the same times these
institutes were a sort of temporary construction.
The French commentators point out that from
the very beginning they had no the firm politi-
cal foundation. This preconditioned the current
crisis. The problem of the legitimacy of the Eu-
ropean institutions turned out to be insoluble.

The idea to construct them beyond the field of
the common nationhood on the ground of la-
tent economic integration removed the possibil-
ity to create a kind of superstate in the form of
federation. The post-statist model based on the
idea of European civil society remained nothing
but the abstraction. The mechanisms of the re-
distribution that could help creating the united
social field are absent. The choice in favor of the
so called value legitimacy was made that to the
French thinkers’ mind produced an illusion that
the European institutions can be stabilized. In
fact this laid the groundwork for their decon-
struction in the future. The most of the French
intellectuals are united in the pessimism as of
the EU’ prospects. Their evaluations of the lat-
est signs of the crisis only vary in what concerns
the point of view on the problem.The euroopti-
mists remain in minority while the eurosceptics
are debating the measures that should be taken
in order to reconstruct the EU. Some of them
come to conclusion that this question should be
regarded as part of the reforming of the contem-
porary liberal democratic state as such.

ABSTRACT. The United Kingdom has been
developing due to political compromise that
has a positive impact over British political sys-
tem to solve dichotomy between the principles
of Parliament sovereignty and regional home
rule. These principles seriously depend on self-
identification processes that reflect significance
of Britishness and ethno-national (regional)
identities in consciousness and political cul-
ture of citizens. Struggle or reconciliation of the
identities was complicated after Great Britain
had become a member of European Common
market. It is evident that European identity has
enforced regional ones, for it is better to be a
people among other peoples in Europe than just
an ethno-national minority in the state. How-
ever, Britishness keeps its positions due to Brit-
ish global project, and it was proved by Brexit.
Anyway, Brexit revealed demarcation lines,
based on identities, and the threat of territorial
integrity of the United Kingdom.

With the financial crisis came a political
epiphany in European society. As a conse-
quence of the economic crisis a number of
national political systems have changed dra-
matically. The popular support for tradition-
al parties has sharply declined. New populist
parties have boomed. Major economic poli-
cies have been “agreed externally” within
European and international institutions.
Trans-ideological ~coalition governments

have been created, with both conservative
and progressive parties sharing power.

Sticking to a traditional paradigm of left
and right politics we would not be able to pro-
vide an account of such changes. Specific cir-
cumstances or tactical decisions provide only
partial explanations. While at a first sight such
changes may appear contingent, I will argue
that they ultimately reveal a fundamental
transformation of politics in the age of global-
ization. The crisis is revealing a new political
constellation that cannot be comprehended
with the old categories that helped us to give a
meaning to our XX century experience.

The article suggests that the post-crisis
events reveal a fundamental transformation
of politics that is rooted and here to stay for
some time. A transformation that concerns
the main political cleavage of globaliza-
tion. While in the past, the dichotomy was
between left and right (Bobbio, 1994; re-
printed 1996), today the key tension is cen-
tered in-between supranational integration
and national preservation in the economic,
social and political realm. Between global
democracy and rooted democracy, between
supranational politics and national politics.
It is with reference to issues such as market
integration, delegation of sovereignty, par-
ticipation to regional organizations, but also
the acceptance of “universal” standards that
we can better understand the political divi-
sions of today, where the action is.

With this, I don’t want to suggest that
the traditional principles associated with
the right-wing or left-wing understanding of
politics are of no value, or no use anymore.
Normatively, they still play an important
function in guiding the assessment of many
political decisions (e.g. equality versus in-
dividual freedom from state intervention).
However, what I want to suggest is that these
ideological points of reference are of little
use when we need to decipher the funda-
mental policy decisions taken by national
or international actors. What really matters
there is the attitude towards globalization,
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which does not coincide with the position-
ing of political parties along the left-right
continuum. In today’s politics, the first thing
is to settle the ultimate framework, i.e. to de-
cide where to stand in relation to the issue
of globalization. Once this is done, the realm
of traditional left vs. right politics emerges.
Normative disputes, I submit, come only
later in the discussion.

In the last thirty years, we have been liv-
ing, in the west and later on in the rest of the
world, in a system in which the fundamental
decisions in favor of globalization have been
taken for granted. They have not been really
discussed either in national or regional par-
liaments, or in the public debates. They have
been simply taken as a given. The consensus in
the establishment has been so widespread that
the old Thatcherite say of TINA (there is no al-
ternative) seems almost fully realized by now.
Once these fundamental decisions are set con-
junctively, then secondary political disputes
may arise. Left and right wing parties may
then compete even harshly for winning the
electorate, provided the ultimate pro-global-
ization position is left aside from the political
agon and kept as a common, unquestionable
background. Current politics is characterized
by a competition that is not ultimate, for it ul-
timately lays on a common platform.

It is precisely in the age of crisis as the one
we are living in, with the emergence of new
parties and anti-establishment movements,
that the debate on the ultimate issue of global-
ization re-emerges. And it is in this moment
that we can more clearly see the fundamen-
tal political splits characterizing our polities.
During the current financial crisis, the politi-
cal debates moved from secondary issues to
key macro-economic and (eminently) politi-
cal decisions, that have to do with the posi-
tioning of a country vis-a-vis the global and
regional economic-political integration.

Accordingly, the political ideological
framework changed dramatically. In many
European countries we have by now tran-
sideological governments in which center-left

and center-right parties sharing power in the
name of the European orthodoxy, and we
have the oppositions that share a common
anti-European establishment attitude. From
a mainstream perspective, based on the tra-
ditional left vs. right split, these governments
cannot easily be explained. An alternative,
more convincing way to look at it is by adopt-
ing the perspective of the debate on globaliza-
tion. From this perspective, what was unclear
becomes crystalline. The parties supporting
these governments, regardless of their ideo-
logical affiliation, are all parties that share an
overall pro-globalization and pro-Europe at-
titude. With minor differences, they all agree
that is imperative to comply with the interna-
tional and European standards of good gov-
ernance, even if this means ceding part of the
national sovereignty and paying high social
costs. Political and economic integration is
considered a default position, which promises
widespread benefits in the mid/long-term.

On the contrary, the parties that are at
the opposition to these governments are all
“localist”. While having very different ideo-
logical orientations, they share the view ac-
cording to which the local/regional context
needs to be prioritized. They share a sus-
picion of any process that dismantles this
rooted, participatory context in the name
of supranationalism. Political and economic
integration is here considered an elite-driven
project that ultimately benefits the transna-
tional centers of power by making the local
contexts weaker and poorer. Especially seri-
ous is the progressive deprivation of political
resources that is allegedly associated to the
process of supranational integration. From
this perspective, the more you delegate pow-
er higher and further, the less you are able to
democratically control it.

This way, the politics of crisis is reveal-
ing the inner nature of the political cleavage
underpinning many contemporary western
political systems. In normal times, such fun-
damental cleavage may be more difficult to
be seen because it is taken for granted and
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rarely discussed: politics usually plays on a
more superficial playing field. It is especial-
ly in times of deep crisis, however, that the
fundamental cleavage emerges. It is in these
times that we can better understand the con-
tours of the political framework of many po-
litical systems and understand what is really
at stake in our polities.

This paper intends to shed light on the
transforming conceptual landscape that
draws the boundaries of the current political
debate both at the national and international
level. It does so by focusing on the normative
debate on globalization and by examining
the principal master frames that have been
developed in the last decades with reference
to European politics. In the EU context, we
can distinguish at least three main politi-
cal frames, as regional specification of the
abovementioned master frames. The euro-
enthusiastic frame proposes a positive as-
sessment of the European development, and
detects some problems in the implementa-
tion of the project, which is believed to be
resulting from the EU institutions. The criti-
cal Europeanist frame searches for a more so-
cial and democratic Europe rather than the
Europe of markets. The euro-skeptic frame
tends to read the regional integration process
as a set of detrimental dynamics that threat-
ens the communitarian bases necessary for
the sustainability of the local and national
political projects. This frame is a more local
and nationalist interpretation of the Europe-
an integration, which is perceived as a direct
intervention in the sovereignty of the nation-
states. The specific European masterframes
cannot be fully understood without a refer-
ence to the global debate. For this reason, the
article makes also reference to the four mas-
ter frames that delimit the boundaries of the
current ideational debate on global politics,
especially after the financial crisis. Two ap-
proaches are pro-integration (neo-liberalism
and cosmopolitan) and two are against inte-
gration (localism and civilizationism). It sug-
gests that this set of master frame helps us in

understanding the current political scenario,
thereby including the different stances vis a
vis the Eurozone crisis.

The paper proceeds according to the fol-
lowing structure: it first sets the conceptual
stage by examining the role of civil society
in the political arena and specifically in the
context of the Europeanization. It then iden-
tifies 3 major phases of European activism:
1) 1993-2001, the period in which institu-
tional channels were opened for civil society
at the European level; 2) 2001-2014, the pe-
riod in which civil society played a full role
within the EU governance; 3) 2014 to present
day, in which the emergence and consolida-
tion of anti-EU establishment civil society
has become a central political issue for the
EU. Three specific European master frames
are analyzed, before the focus is shifted to
the global level. Concluding remarks are
presented on the critical issue and the future
prospect for the EU with reference to the im-
pact of social mobilization from below.

The mainstream understanding of civil
society sprung from specific historical, po-
litical and socio-economic backgrounds.
The early philosophical debates on civil so-
ciety emerged from and were grounded in
Western Europe, in contexts of state forma-
tion (Hobbes, Locke, and Ferguson), emerg-
ing capitalism and class struggle (Hegel and
Marx), democratization and democracy
(Gramsci and Habermas). Likewise, in the
1970s and 1980s civil society activity and
literature was firmly grounded in the West,
having played an active role in issues such as
nuclear disarmament, environmental sus-
tainability and gender and race struggles. The
more recent wave of civil society literature
since the end of the Cold War is also mostly
grounded in the West, this time couched in
the wider framework of globalization and in-
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ternational relations studies. A specific, more
recent, trend in the study of civil society con-
cerns the process of Europeanization. This
study fits into this latter trend.

The specific contexts in which these lit-
eratures are embedded are often taken for
granted. Rarely are the implications of con-
text in the development of civil society open-
ly acknowledged and taken into account
(Lewis, 2001; Marchetti & Tocci, 2009). Yet a
study of the role of civil society in the wider
Europeanization process must account for
the role and implications of context. Hence
a first variable in this analysis of civil society
in conflict is the context within which it op-
erates. In this respect, several core questions
need to be raised at the outset. Can and does
civil society exist in contexts beyond the
traditional background of the state? The un-
derlying premise of this chapter is that civil
society can and does exist in these situations.
Yet its nature as well as its role and functions
are fundamentally shaped by the specific
context in question. Insofar as civil society is
both an independent agent for change and a
dependent product of existing structures, we
are likely to encounter a wide range of civil
society actors carrying out a wide range of
actions in this context.

a. Civil society as a sector

While the standard definition of civil so-
ciety identifies it as the space outside of the
government, the family, and the market in
which individuals and collective organiza-
tions advance allegedly common interests in
a competitive environment (see fig. 1 below),
a more encompassing definition understands
civil society as referring to the sphere in which
citizens and social initiatives organize them-
selves around objectives, constituencies and
thematic interests with a public nature, be it
local, national or transnational. Accordingly,
civil society organizations usually include
community groups, non-governmental orga-
nizations (NGOs), social movements, labor
unions, indigenous groups, charitable orga-
nizations, faith-based organizations, media
operators, academia, diaspora groups, lobby
and consultancy groups, think tanks and re-
search centers, professional associations, and
foundations (with political parties and private
companies remaining the most controversial
cases). An even wider definition of non-state
actors includes also criminal networks, terror-
ists, and combatant groups. Analytically, four
broad categories of civil society organizations
(CSOs) can be distinguished: membership
organizations, interest organizations, service
organizations, and support organizations.

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The term civil society was rediscovered
after the fall of the Wall and was intensely
deployed in the policies formulation in the
laboratory in Central and Eastern Europe, but
also in Latin America, and East Asia. In this
context, a particularly important dimension
of the action of civil society organizations was
its relation with the state. In general terms,
this relation is seen alternatively as either
competitive, or cooperative. According to the
first perspective deriving from J. Locke, popu-
lar control of political institutions requires an
external, independent actor, and civil society
constitutes a fitting functional counterpart
to the institutional power. On the opposite,
according to the tradition of cooperation in-
spired by Montesquieu and Hegel, civil soci-
ety is seen in its integrative function either
as cooperating with the institutions in terms
of inputs (CSOs have an associative function
that generate legitimacy of the state, close to
communitarianism) or as a subcontractor for
facilitating the outputs. From this perspec-
tive, the sense of community and solidarity
is grounded in the life-world. CSOs have pre-
cisely the role of transmitting such sense into
the public institutions: they are intermediar-
ies, but at the same time they are also consti-
tutive of the social cement underpinning any
political endeavor.

In particular, for what concerns the re-
lation between civil society and democracy,
CSOs are usually seen as democracy enhanc-
ers. According CSOs are expected to play a
significant role in the different phases of
the democratic transition. In the moment
of liberalization of the autocratic regime,
CSOs are usually united in the strategic fight
against the ancient regime. In the phase of
institutionalization of democracy, they tend
to cooperate for the building of the new re-
gime. And finally, in the process of consoli-
dation of democracy, CSOs are understood
as schools of democracy, contestation and
pluralism, as in the reflexive function. It
should be noted, however, that such demo-
cratic reading of civil society is normatively

biased insofar as it precludes the possibility
to analyze the whole range of actors engaged
in politics from a nongovernmental stance.
It is usually based on a very specific notion
of what a “good” CSOis, thus excluding from
the radar many politically significant orga-
nizations. Hence, it is important to recog-
nize that the contribution to democracy en-
hancement may come from many different
directions and through indirect paths.

In the context of the EU, civil society is
usually understood in a functionally broad
way, though it may be limited in political
terms. It is functionally broad in that defini-
tions of civil society usually include different
kinds of interest groups: non-governmental
organizations; social movements; advocacy
and promotional groups; functional interest
groups as social partners (such as trade unions
and employers’ organizations); sectoral orga-
nizations (such as entrepreneurs’ and con-
sumers’ associations), but also universities, re-
search institutes and epistemic communities.
In the EU, CSOs are usually expected to play
the collaborative role (as in opposition to be-
ing a force of opposition) within a procedural
manner in the policy-making process. As we
will see, EU procedures tend to favors a func-
tional out-put oriented conception of civil so-
ciety involvement. For this reason, politically
antagonist groups are usually marginalized, if
not ostracized and even criminalized.

From a civil society perspective, the pro-
cess of Europeanization has to be understood
as a complex European integration process
that transforms actors and make them su-
pranationally part of a single demos, a single
public space in which CSOs interact trans-
nationally. More formally, Radaelli interpret
Europeanization as a “construction; diffu-
sion; and the institutionalization of formal
and informal procedures, rules and ways
of doing things, shared beliefs and norms,
which are first defined and consolidated in
the EU policy process and then incorporated
into the logic of domestic discourses, identi-
ties, political structures and public policies”
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(Radaelli, 2003, p. 30). In sum, it is a process
(of diffusion, learning, adjusting, and the re-
orientation of politics), and effect (of engage-
ment with Europe), a cause (of further inte-
gration); and relation (between the EU and
other actors) (Boronska-Hryniewiecka, 2011).

The topic of civil society participation en-
tered the EU agenda after the foundation of the
European Union in 1993 with the Maastricht
Treaty. Setting the goal of the political union,
the treaty indirectly generated the debate on
the democratic deficit and more generally on
the increasing politicization of the EU integra-
tion process. That signaled the end of the “per-
missive consensus” on the elite-driven, from
that moment on the previously de-politicized
process of the EU integration became more
contentious (Hooghe & Marks, 2009). In this
context, participation of civil society became
more and more essential from the point of
view of both CSOs and practitioners who saw
CSOs as a solution, as legitimacy enhancer, to
solve their problems.Together with civil soci-
ety, the other legitimacy enhancing strategy
was to strengthen the European Parliament
and shifting on the overall from out-put to in-
put dimension of legitimacy.

The European Commission has a long
story of consultation with civil experts, but it
changed and expanded its attitude over time
(Quittkat & Finke, 2008). In the 1960s and
1970s the Commission focused on “consulta-
tion” within the European economic integra-
tion and dialogue with primarily economic
experts within industrial and agrarian inter-
est groups'. Other CSOs were still outside of
the interaction with the EEC, except the long
standing Europe movements of the federalists.

Later on in the 1980s and 1990s the Com-
mission focused on developing a “partnership”
with nongovernmental actors within the social
dialogue on specific policy areas such as secu-
rity, social and educational policy. While the
Commission demanded greater participation
of civil society, European civil society itself ex-
panded its reach to the regional level. A multi-
tude of associations opened their branches in
Brussels, such as the European Trade Union
Confederation. Better IT technologies and im-
proved European coordination facilitated the
scale shift towards the EU level.

However, only in the 1990s and 2000s the
attention moved to the idea itself of “partici-
pation” and the concept of participatory de-
mocracy (Economic and Social Committee,
1999). The White Paper on Governance drew
the framework for such cooperation (European
Commission, 2001) and the Leaken Confer-
ence of 2001 established a qualitative mile-
stone for the recognition of the participation
of NGOs in European governance by including
for the first time the representation of civil so-
ciety in the Convention working on the Consti-
tutional Treaty. The most recent development
in the integration of civil society is constituted
by the Lisbon Treaty which further enhances
the European Social Dialogue and institution-
alizes citizens’ initiatives. Today, “Your Voice in
Europe’, online consultation system offers the
opportunity for all recorded groups to express
a view during the Commission’s policy formu-
lation phase. As a result, the process of policy
formation widened beyond the classical inter-
governmental method and included voluntary,
informal, inclusive, and participatory forms of
coordination, the so called new era of the EU
multilevel governance.

These transformations in the EU attitude
towards civil society created a structure of
opportunities that CSOs repeatedly used to
influence the decision-making process at the

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European level. In fact, we can expect that
“the more political decisions are dispersed,
the more open (and less repressive) a sys-
tem is considered. The prevalent assumption
is that the greater the number of actors who
share political power (the more the checks
and balances), the greater the chance that
social movements will emerge and develop”
(Della Porta & Caiani, 2009, p. 7). The EU
governance structure tends to be fairly open
to the inputs of civil society, if compared
with similar political regimes throughout the
world. While it is pretty clear by now that
the system is more open to conventional,
pragmatic lobbying than to ideological and
disruptive action, it still leaves room for win-
dows of opportunities for different kinds of
mobilizations on different levels. Depending
on the circumstances, CSOs may for instance
adopt strategies of either domestication (put-
ting pressure on the national constituencies)
or externalization (targeting the EU institu-
tions) to adapt better to the political oppor-
tunity structure that is presented to them, or
indeed alternatively adopting a multiple strat-
egy in which both the local and the European

level is targeted. Especially in specific sectors
such as the definition of the EU democracy
and human rights external policies, civil soci-
ety has played a significant role in setting the
agenda. A recent case in point is represented
by the successful mobilization of the LGBT
groups that managed to include their politi-
cal goals in the official agenda of the EIDHR.

With the full implementation of the EU
governance model, civil society organiza-
tions have played a growing role in EU af-
fairs. The debate on the specific role played
by CSOs within the European governance
system is very intense (Schutter, 2002; Rum-
ford, 2003; Ruzza, 2005). Two are the prin-
cipal alternatives in the reading of the func-
tions assigned and played by CSO within the
EU system: functional collaborator or con-
stitutive source for the creation of a Euro-
pean public space, as summarized in Table 1
below.

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Among the European institutions,
the European Commission has by far the
greater role vis-a-vis CSOs. The European
Parliament only comes second on this. The
Commission deploys an activation strategy
for inclusion of CSOs on the predominant-
ly supranational policy formulation. Over
the years, the Commission has tried to in-
stitutionalize NGOs structures along poli-
cy areas (NGO families) by expanding the
notion of civil society as providers of infor-
mation and inputs in its policy-making.The
highly developed system of comitology is
characterized by the extensive use of infor-
mal practices beyond intergovernmental-
ism, a type of problem-solving interaction,
and the spill-over effect of socialization on
participants (Curtin, 2003; Joerges & Ney-
er, 2006).

It is by now clear that the mode of in-
teraction of the European Commission is
highly biased towards CSOs rather than
less organized grass root movements. Insti-
tutionalized, professional type of CSOs are
part and parcel of the functional mode of
governance insofar as they act as governance
partners in the implementation of sector-
comprehensive strategies on different policy
levels while at the same time providing al-
ternative, deliberative path for the re-legiti-
mization of the EU. It is clear however that
a difference remains between participatory
governance (with stakeholders) and partici-
patory democracy from below. In principle,
participatory governance remains centered
on an instrumental input legitimacy and an
output legitimacy anchored on the private-
public partnerships (PPPs), whereas par-
ticipatory democracy is rather based on a
mode of intrinsic input legitimacy in which
discursive involvement in the policy forma-
tion is promoted by a growing transnational
and European civil society. The Commission
is currently implementing the first and only
aspiring to realize the second.

Such fracture between instrument and
intrinsic logic of legitimacy is also evident

in the assessment of the (actual and poten-
tial) impact of CSOs towards the EU system.
At times CSOs are conceived as a threat to
input legitimacy as based on formally in-
stitutionalized representative democracy.
Often, CSOs are seen as an asset to increase
the quality of policies and services delivered
by the EU (outputs), but also as a pragmatic
answer to shortcomings in input legitimacy
that cannot be fully overcome due to the
multi-level system of governance. More
rarely or rather in principle, CSOs are ide-
ally perceived as a carrier of an emerging
EU order with a genuine EU public sphere
and input legitimacy in its own right. The
contrast between these differing readings
also entails a serious political dilemma,
possibly the most crucial disfunctionality
in the relation between the EU institutions
and civil society: “the conditions civil soci-
ety has to meet to participate limit the very
virtues for which the Commission pursues
its normative and material activation strat-
egy” (Heidbreder, 2012, p. 19). The more the
Commission seeks professionalized NGOs,
the less it will have bottom up and conten-
tious civil actors, which however limits the
potential for fulfilling the legitimizing and
communicative role of civil society. It is a
sort of catch — 22 situation in which CSO
need to be highly professionalized in or-
der to have a voice in Brussels, and yet at
the same time, CSOs are also supposed to
remain deeply rooted in order to provide
genuine legitimacy from below. It seems
that all the attempts developed by the EU
institutions to engage with civil society and
to bridge the EU with the European citizens
have simply created a pro-Brussels CSO
elites working in the interests of deeper in-
tegration and left behind all the other po-
litically significant actors. Such tension can
also be noted by looking at the frames de-
veloped by CSOs with reference to the Eu-
ropean project itself.
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The Europeanization of the public sphere
is growing through the development of a
number of ideational references that are
increasingly shaping the mobilization of
civil society actors at the European level.
Common framing, controversies, paral-
lelism of themes, and cross referencing are
contributing to the definition of a common
and yet plural European social agenda. In
this vein, “the growing Europeanization of
social movements is cognitively driven: as
with the nation-state, social movement or-
ganizations and actions tend increasingly to
move towards the EU institutions due to a
growing acknowledgment of the increasing
competences of the EU, as well as a preoc-
cupation with the direction in which the
competences are used. Cognitive processes
include not only the increasing shift of the
target (and therefore of prognostic and di-
agnostic frames) towards the EU, but also a
growing recognition of similarities among
national causes and therefore the construc-
tion of a shared European identity” (Della
Porta & Caiani, 2009, 171).

Three main frames can be distinguished
in the current, post 2014 debate among Eu-
ropean CSOs. The predominant (at least be-
fore the eruption of the crises) frame for the
political action of many CSOs is the Euro-
enthusiastic attitude. Despite entailing dif-
ferent degrees of support for the European
project, the euro-enthusiastic frame pro-
poses a positive assessment of the European
development so far, and more importantly
detects in the insufficient implementation
of the project the actual origin of the cur-
rent problems of the EU institutions. A
second frame is constituted by the classic
euro-scepticism. This frame suggests a read-
ing of the regional integration process as a
set of detrimental dynamics that threatens
the communitarian bases necessary for the
sustainability of the local and national politi-

cal projects. Finally, a third growing frame
is represented by the critical Europeanists.
According to this, a social Europe should be
strengthened in opposition to the Europe of
markets. A more political Europe, it holds, is
needed to counter the apolitical and elites-
driven Europe that we have known so far.
The process of Europeanization is seen from
this angle as developing also by contestation:
a contested public debate is the surest path
toward supranational legitimacy.

We cannot fully understand the Europe-
an debate if we do not take into account the
debate at the international and global level,
which has been developing along similar
lines.

The focus of the debate on globalization
is the inadequacy of the current institutional
framework and its normative bases for a full
development of the political sphere at the
global level. Traditional political canons an-
chored in the nation-state and its domestic
jurisdiction are increasingly perceived as in-
sufficient, or indeed, self-defeating in a world
in which socio-economical interaction is, to
a significant degree, interdependent. Unsta-
ble financial markets, environmental crises,
and unregulated migratory flows offer just
a few examples of phenomena that all too
clearly remind us of the heavy interdepend-
ence of the contemporary international sys-
tem and of its political deprivation. These
intense processes of global transformation
functionally require increased transnational
cooperation, and yet pose a continuous chal-
lenge to the effectiveness and legitimacy of
“traditional” political life.

Acknowledging the limits of this political
tension, alternative projects of global politics
have been developed and mooted publicly in
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recent decades. Their common denominator
consists of the attempt to go beyond the cen-
trality of the sovereign state towards forms
of political participation that allow for new
subjects to “get into transnational politics”
(Marchetti, 2016). These new would-be or
quasi-global political actors are part of the
broad category of non-state actors, which
includes: international non-governmental
organizations, transnational corporations,
networks and campaigns of civil society or-
ganizations and faith-based groups, transna-
tional social movements, transnational po-
litical parties, international private bodies,
and individuals. Despite minor institutional
experiments, most of these actors share the
characteristics of effectively being excluded
from international decision-making mecha-
nisms, and yet being more and more active
on the global stage. International exclusion
constitutes the critical target of most of the
alternative projects of global politics that oc-
cupy the center of the public debate on glo-
balization.

Underpinning this debate on the politi-
cal deficits of the global system are a number
of ideological readings of globalization and
global political phenomena that can be con-
sidered to be species of archetypes or master
frames of global politics. Historically speak-
ing, the first master frame with a global scope
tended to have a rather negative outlook. In
the 1970, among the very widespread nega-
tive master frames was the anti-American-
ism master frame, but also that of anti-co-
lonialism. Earlier on, the master frame of
anti-Nazism was dominant. In more positive
terms, the master frame of human rights also
played a crucial role for many decades. We
can call these first generation global master
frames. They were the first and the less ar-
ticulated master frames. With time, some of
them lost their political centrality (e.g., the
anti-Nazism frame though it is from time to
time recalled) whilst some flowed into other
more sophisticated global master frames.
Anti-Americanism often turned into lo-

calism or civilizationism; anti-colonialism
partly disappeared and partly flowed into
civilizationism; the master frame of human
rights was further developed within the
global master frames of cosmopolitanism,
but also to some extent within that of local-
ism. In order to understand better the dif-
ferent between first and second generation
global master frames we now need to move
to the current debate on the master frames of
global politics.

A typical phenomenon of any transition
process occurring at the international level
is precisely the sense of instability generated
by the emergence of un-institutionalized ac-
tors and new legitimacy claims (previously
unheard) in the public domain. Within this
context of new political agency, an unprec-
edented global public domain consolidates
in which old, state-centered visions of in-
ternational affairs mix with new non-state-
centered visions of global politics, produc-
ing a complex map of ideological positions.
The global public domain remains thus a
central place where new dimensions and
new applications of global legitimacy are
developed and advanced in contrast to cur-
rent interpretations. This does not necessar-
ily entail reformist or indeed revolutionary
transformations, but the mere possibility of
starting a dynamic of norms change in in-
ternational politics makes this global public
arena and its ideal content extremely im-
portant for current global politics (Clark,
2007; Finnemore & Sikkink, 1998). It is to
this global public discourse and to its com-
ponents that we need to look in order to un-
derstand the future, long-term transforma-
tion of global politics.

Four key interpretations of the notion of
world polity can be identified as delimiting
the range of non-conventional ideal alterna-
tives available to the global political debate.
Two masterframes are pro-integration and
two are anti-integration. The main cleav-
age is therefore identified with the attitude
towards supranationalism. 1) The vision of

neoliberal capitalism as associated with a
global free market and private economic ac-
tors; 2) the project for the democratization
of international institutions as formulated
in the cosmopolitan model with reference
to individuals and supra-national institu-
tions; 3) the radical vision held by the vast
majority of the social movements in terms of

alter-globalism and that of ethnic localism;
and finally, 4) the discourse on the dialogue
or clash of civilizations which refers to mac-
ro-regional actors often defined in religious
terms (Marchetti, 2009, 2016). For a synthet-
ic presentation of the specific dimensions of
each master frames please refer to the table
below.

The history of the European integration has
been characterized by a widespread consensus
in the political elites of the member states. EU
leaders have for the most part shared a feeling
of overall support for a gradual economic in-
tegration at the regional level. At times, such
support was almost unquestioned, leading to a
“quasi-delegation” of decision-making power
to technocratic elites. The expression of “per-
missive consensus” was coined to describe this
situation of a de facto cession of sovereignty to
supranational technocrats.

The situation changed for the first time
with the Maastricht Treaty in 1993. With the
restatement of the goal of the political union,
the treaty indirectly generated the debate on
the democratic deficit of the EU and more
generally on the increasing politicization of
the regional integration process. From that
moment on, the previously de-politicized
process of the EU integration became more
contentious. A number of consequences de-
rived from such shift, including the strength-
ening of the European Parliament and the
inclusion of the topic of civil society partici-
pation into the EU agenda.
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A second change occurred with the Eu-
rozone crisis that is hitting vast parts of the
EU since 2009. The economic downturn
provoked dramatic changes in many do-
mestic political systems and this is likely
to have a significant impact on the future
European institutions, beginning with the
European Parliament. At the national level,
a number of governments were challenged,
had to give up their leadership, or to ac-
cept alliances with the opposition parties
in unprecedented trans-ideological grand
coalitions. At the same time, long standing
Eurosceptic parties grew and new critical
political movements emerged with a clear
anti EU establishment agenda. As a con-
sequence of such shift, the European land-
scape appears today much more pluralistic
than in the past.

While during the period of the per-
missive consensus there was only a lim-
ited scrutiny by European civil society on
the decisions taken in Brussels, with the
economic crisis and the deep social con-
sequences suffered by so many countries,
the level of attention towards the European
decision-making process has steadily in-
creased. More and more, national leaders
are challenged in their positioning con-
cerning major EU decisions, EU leaders are
made object of criticism, as the EU as such
is more and more seen with suspicion, if not
with straightforward mistrust, by the ma-
jorities of many member states especially
in the south of Europe, as indicated by the
Eurobarometer data.

The new European landscape is today
much more diversified than in the past. The
anti-establishment camp is now stronger
and more pluralistic. The new contentious
politics against the euro-enthusiastic bloc is
carried out by distinct angles: euro-scepti-
cal, euro-critical and so-called “populist™.

On the right-hand side of the political
spectrum, there are the main euro scepti-
cal groups that are ideologically close to the
idea of ethnic nationalism. They have been

present in the European landscape for a long
time and have also been represented in tiny
minorities within the European Parliament.
After the 2014 european election, their pres-
ence in the EP has grown substantially (Has-
sing Nielsen & Franklin, 2016). Examples of
such groups include the Northern League in
Italy, the National Front in France, the Finns
Party in Finland, the Freedom Party in Aus-
tria, the Danish People’s Party in Denmark,
the Flemish Interest Party in Belgium, the
Golden Dawn in Greece, and the British Na-
tional Party in the UK.

On the left-hand side of the political
spectrum, instead, there are those euro
critical parties linked to the principle of
vernacular and local politics as embedded
in specific social traditions. They have also
played a minor role in the past but have now
accentuated their contentious positioning
towards the EU, especially its elites-driven,
neo-liberal policies (della Porta, Fernandez,
Kouki, & Mosca, 2017). Examples of such
groups include the Greek Communist Party
in Greece, the fractions of the former Italian
Communist Party in Italy, and the French
Communist Party in France. The support
to both of these two categories of political
groups, eurosceptic and eurocritical, has
been boosted by the economic crisis.

Beyond the aforementioned groups that
have been present in the European land-
scape for many years by now, a number of
new political parties and social movements
that were born or grew substantially after
the crisis should also be taken into consid-
eration. These groups have often electorally
benefitted more than the previously men-
tioned parties of the economic downturn.
These groups tend to have a most radical
oppositional stance towards the EU, with a
populist vein often associated to an explicit
anti-euro attitude and a call for a more par-
ticipatory democracy. Differing examples
of such groups include the Five Star Move-
ment in Italy, the Indignados movement in
Spain, and to some extent Syriza in Greece.
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The present European Parliament elect-
ed in 2014 is much more pluralistic than
the previous one. Two consequences derive
from this. On the one hand, it is more diffi-
cult to reach consensual decisions. The clas-
sical consensual mode of many European
institutions is moving to a majoritarian or
two-track approach, if effectiveness is pur-
sued. On the other hand, the presence of so
many anti-establishment, if not anti-euro,
parties forces the traditional euro-enthu-
siastic parties (mainly PPE and Socialists)
to coalesce even more explicitly than they
used to do in the past. A scenario of this
kind is already occurring at the national
level of many member states. A trans-ide-
ological majority including all major pro-
European integration groups, i.e., the Euro-
pean People’s Party (EPP), the Party of the
European Socialists (PES), and perhaps the
Alliance of Liberals and Democrats for Eu-
rope (ALDE). And a mixed opposition with
the right-wing nationalist parties, the left-
wing critical parties, and the new populist
movements. This might also suggest a more
difficult task for advocates of pro-austerity
measures to uphold their policies. In sum,
the Eurozone crises has been a game chang-
er in many member states as well as at the
EU level.

The effects of the economic crisis on the
European society are generating a num-
ber of significant political consequences.
Brexit is the most obvious result of popu-
lar discontent exacerbated by the economic
crisis. In a similar vein, in many other Eu-
ropean countries anti-establishment politi-
cal parties are gaining popularity, often by
manipulating the issue of migration and
islamophobia. As a consequence, both na-
tional and European institutions are under
continuous attack. European democracy as
we have known it in the last three decades
is eroding, with clear evidences of a wors-
ening performance of many elements of
the quality of democracy, including socio-
economic rights, political participation,

equality, inter-institutional accountability,
and the resulting overall responsiveness of
the system to the inputs of the citizens. The
future ahead is very uncertain. Much will
depend on the economic performance of
the euro-area. However, this will not only
be a matter of economics. Deep political
dynamics are under way, which will be dif-
ficult to stop. These may either reinvigorate
the democratic debate at both the national
and European level or push the system to-
wards competitive nationalism with dan-
gerous consequences.

If we go back to the Eurozone crisis,
we can understand better the different po-
litical reaction we have witnessed in the
recent times and the transformation of the
political landscape in Europe. On the one
hand, we find those who argue that the
crisis is mainly due to malfunctioning of
the system and requires a technical rem-
edy which tends to be value neutral. These
is the typical response of the globalist and
pro-integration positions. They may then
differentiate between an allegedly value
neutral position more in line with the neo-
liberal master frame, and a more political
position closer to the master frame of cos-
mopolitanism. On the opposite camp, we
find those who argued that the crisis is due
to an adhesion to an economic model that
is inherently flawed and injustice generat-
ing. The solution of these lays in a profound
change in the nature of the economic, espe-
cially financial, integration ongoing at the
European level. Both the master frame of
localism and that of civilizationism concur
in holding that ethical corrections need to
be made to the current economic global-
ization at the regional level. With this, the
specific political transformations occurring
in many European political systems are re-
ferred back to larger socio-economic pro-
cesses that have to do with the phenomena
of globalization.

ABSTRACT. The article is devoted to a com-
parative analysis of the attitude of the political
establishment and the societies of Estonia, Lat-
via and Lithuania to the European Union after
Brexit. Being the most ‘obedient” members of
the EU, the Baltic countries were dramatically
concerned with the results of the referendum. If
NATO is perceived in the Baltic States as a cor-
nerstone of “hard” security, the European Union
is traditionally considered as a guarantor of so-
cial and economic stability. In this regard, the
Baltic countries are trying to assess the future of
the EU optimistically, despite the crises of recent
years. The article analyzes political platforms of
both systemic and marginal political parties, as
well as public attitudes towards European inte-
gration and specific EU policies. Euroscepticism
in the Baltic States is not institutionalized and
is rather poorly consolidated within the party
system. At the same time, the parliamentary
parties use moderately Eurosceptic rhetoric for
populist purposes, in practice pursuing state pol-

icy of intensifying European and Euro-Atlantic
integration. On the contrary, non-parliamenta-
ry and marginal parties (both right-wing and
left-wing) are distinguished by a more radical
Euroscepticism, including appeals to withdraw
from the EU and NATO. The grass-root senti-
ments in the Baltic states can be characterized as
unsystematic Euroscepticism. Having a critical
stance towards specific EU policies (especially
those that threaten the cultural identities of
quite conservative Baltic societies), residents of
these states actively enjoy freedom of movement
and the opportunity to work in any EU country.
The Russian and Russian-speaking minorities in
Latvia and Estonia is traditionally something
specific. Having the opportunity to benefit from
the EU membership, they are much more prone
to Eurosceptic sentiments, since membership did
not justify their hopes to eliminate the ‘demo-
cratic deficit” (restrictions on rights and free-
doms related to the use of the Russian language
or belonging to a non-title ethnic group).

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ABSTRACT. Euroscepticism is a compara-
tively new political phenomenon. It con-
sists of many aspects, such as critics of Eu-
ropeism as a political ideology of the EU.
This ideology is syncretical and includes dif-
ferent elements of famous political thoughts
by Hobbes, Locke, French Enlightenment and
German classic philosophy. The core principles
of europeism are principles of progressism, uni-
versalism (which is known as ground for the
ideas of liberal democracy). Today europeism
has replaced traditional ideologies of conserv-
atism and socialism and created new types of
quasi-religions. The main principles of this ide-
ology are formed and implemented on the level
of supranational European institutions. On
contrary, euroscepticism restores principles of
traditional ideologies, being a significant oppo-
sitional actor in relation to europeism.

During the last years, euroscepticism has
been taking strong positions on both national
and supranational levels. Especially, this can
be seen referring to the experience of Central
Eastern Europe, which, nontheless, has a suc-
cessful story of European integration. The case
of Central Eastern European countries shows a
nationalistic character of euroscepticism (in its
economic and political senses) and illustrates
the people’s reaction on practices of the trans-
fer of values and political practices. In Bulgaria
euroscepticism remains weak — its membership
is still seen as the only alternative, keeping in
mind the destroying effect of the country’s shift

toward democracy and market. Bulgarian eu-
roscepticism connects with the people’s hope-
lessness in relation the EU as an actor, which is
to deal with national problems.
